New York, March 17.—Aococording to
the Globe, this evening, the British
‘Government is now offering New Zeal-
land and Australian sheep " in New
York at 13 3-4 cenmts a pound whole-
sale, against the prevailing wholesale
price of 24 cents, and is taking orders
for lamb at 16 1.2 cents ‘a
wholesale, as compared with 30 cents
a pound, the prevafling wholesale
price.

This {s made feasible by the fact
that the fiveyear contrants' which the
British Government has held with the
meat industry of Australia and New
Zealand are now expiring, and these
countries will be free to divert their
sheep and lambs to any part of the
world without restrictions.

The United Farmers.

C. Gordon Sharpe, of‘ Waoodstock,
secretary of the United Farmers of
New Brunswick, spoke in the interests
of the United Farmers of the provinae,
He stated that he was in favor of ad-
vancing the interests of the country
as a whole, and did not think that the
Western provinces were trying to “put
something over’ on the Kast. The
West had deen asked ' to help the
United Farmers' Association, and had
done s0 on request.

He wanted to know, he stated, why
the Maritime Fanmer did not publish
a letter sent to 4t by Norman Lambert.

Ottawa, March 17.—S8ir George Fos-
ter made two “interesting announce-
ments in the Commons today. In the
first place the acting Prime Minister
informed the House that the Govern-
ment - was censidering the establish-
ment of a system of state insurance
for returned soldiers who, by reason
of disabilities sustained on active ser-
yice, were debarred from securing life
ﬁnsumnca from private companies.
There is, it is said, a considerable
number of such cases, for instance,
among men who have been “gassed”
and whose hearts are believed to have
suffered in consequence.

Bjr George said that if the insur-
ance scheme could be worked out,
legislation would before long be intro-
duced in Parliament.

The acting Premler's other an-
nouncement was that the Government
proposed to appoint a committee of
the Commons t0 carry on the enquiry
made by the special committee on 8o0l-
diers’ civil re-establishment last ses-
sion, to comsider what further could
be done and what extensions cowld
be made. Sir George spoke to Major
G. W. Andrews’ resolution alleging
that in many cases the provision made
for re-establishing the soldiers in civil
life had proved inadequate and call-
ing for the appointment of a special
committee. The debate elicited a num-
ber of suggestions from members
For ifstance, Dr. Peter McGibbon, of
Muskoka, besides favoring state insur-
ance for soldiers prevented by dis-
abilities from securing insurance from
private companies, advocated in-
creases in pensions for widows and
orprans of soldiers. JuosfiE W enable
ex-soldiers to erect homes for them.
selves and assistance to enable re-
turned soldiers to continue courses of
study interrupted by their enlistment
were also suyggested. Several mem-
‘bers took the opportunity to assert
that they would not support the ‘“‘ex-
treme demands”’ being made in some
quarters, having in mind, apparently,
the campaign for a two thousand dol-
lar gratuity.

Fredericton, N. B.,, March 17—Mgn
Peck of Albert County in a few min
utes fn the Assembly Chambers today
briefly reviewed the high financing of
the Provincial Government and gav(
expression to some facts that made
the Government front benchers twist
in their seats and feel uneasy. With
statistics at hand he established the
oredit of the Province beyond any
question of doubt,

Accerding to Mr. Peck there are de
posits in the ninety banks of the pfov.
ince totaMing over fifty millien dollars
The citizens of the Provinoe have bond
investments aggregating seventy-five
milllons. With the financial strength
in the province Mr. Peck oriticized the
bad judgment displayed by the Gov-
ernment in their disposal of bonds to
outside parties. It was his contention
‘that had the Government been dispos.
ed to aot fairly and in the interests of
the people the honds could easzily have
been absorbed by New Brunswick peo
ple and the Province would have madq
money thereby

In their bond transactions the Gov.
ernment has opened the door for
somebody tp make a lot of money . In
the million dollar issue of 1918 they
went at 96 cents and a very short
time after sold at 106. Out of this
Government transaction somebody,
says Mr .Peck, ade one hundred
thousand dollars -

The slatement was challenged by
Mr. Robinson of the Government sid¢
of the House. He was referred by Mr,
Peck to the financial statement of 1918

which verified the latter's position.

In the bond issue of Dec. 1918, pay-
able in New York, Mr. Peck cogtended
that somebody, in favor with the Gov-
ernment, was to be a winner by $200.
000. The member from Albert laid a
charge of incompetency on the part of
the Govermnment in financing big prop-
ositlons as well as small, and logically
concluded they were not capable of
