Chaales MecLeod was about to enter the
barns yesterday morning when the tim-
bers suppouting the grain cuddenly gave
way and the trememdous weight fell upon
the cattle, burying them, and breaking
through the floor om whidh they stood. !
Some of the cows were hanged im their
stadncivions when the floor gave way and’
g0 were soon strangled. Others were
smothered by the hay and grain. : !
