In rural popula-
tion Prince Edward Island lost 9,546; New
Brunswick, 1,403; Nova Scotia, 23,981; On-
tario, 52,184; whilé, on the other hand,
Quebec shows a rural gain'of 39,951, not-
withstanding that during the same period
of ten years Montreal added over 200,000
to its population: The explanation (6r the
loss in Ontario and tHe Maritime Prov-
inces must be found in the figures for the
West. In Alberta the rural population in-
ereased 180,337; in Saskatchewan, 287,388;
in Manitoba, 70,5611; in British Columbia,
100,318, Bo that in these western prov-
inces the total rural increase in the ten
years was 638,504, as compared with a
total increase for the whole Dominion of
574,878. {

‘What' is New Brunswick going to ‘do
about it? We have an abundance of valu-
able land, but too little under productive
cultivation. ' The great impetus needed
here in the East is a constant demand ior
all that we can grow, at competitive prices.
We need the big market, so that our
farmers can expand their business, hire
more help, use more fertilizer, double
their production per scre, and still ‘be cer-
tain that they will not lose money through
a slump in the local market due to over-
production in one line or another. A les-
son 'we must’ learn’ -better is' thdt: the
towns and cities depend directly upon the
people on the land. There can be no solid
progress unless. there is a steady increase
in our rural population, and until ‘the
