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“Some, for instance the statistics, are obviously in-
sufficient.

“The Food Inspection, Contagious Diseases, Medical
School Inspection and Sanitary Police Services, while
being better organized, require certain transformations
and an increase in the staff, the latter being inadequate
to the work to be done.

“The Director has at his disposal, in his office, only
one employee who acts as secretary, archivist, typewriter
and messenger,

“The dispersion under other administrations of several
services conected with hygiene or their insufficiency  if
they are under his direction, makes it impossible for the
Director to do his work in a methodical and rational
manner, because the different parts of the department
complete and need one another,

“For these reasons, I suggest to you a program Of e
organization, but while asking you to adopt the same, I
do not inted to carry it out entirely at once, and I will
only insist, for the time being, on that which is absolutely
necessary, 1 think it will be preferable, after adopting a
general plan, to look into the internal administration of
each of its parts as well as into its relations with the
others and gradually carry it out in its entirety. I desire,
however, to immediately acquaint you with the require-
ments of the department in order that I may more freely
ask you, from time to time, according as I shall be in po-
sition to do so, for authorization to organize a - section
thereof and for the means of effecting such organization.

“In drafting such program, 1 have endeavored to group
together the services more closely connected with one
arother and to merge them into one pranch, which would
be more easily administered and which would give the
best practical results, I therefore suggest that the follow-
ing services be established e
