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difcovering collelting and felling the Effeéts and Debts of fuch Perfon, and
dlﬁnbx.tmg the pr oduce thereof rateably amongft all the faid Creditors of
{fuch Perfon fo declared ndolvent, and for that purpofe fhall authorize any
one or merc Creditors of the faid Defendant, who fhall be chofen by the

major part in value of fuch Creditors, whofe debts amount refpecively to

the fom of ten Pounds and upwards, to perform the fame ; and that fuch
‘Court fhall from time to time make fuch Order therein as fhall be decmed
proper for better difcovering collecting aund felling the Effe@s and Debts,
and making a rateable diftribution thcx eof among the f:ud Creditors.

And be it farther Enafted, That in the diftribution to be madc of the
Eftate and Effeéts of fuch perfon fo declared infolvent, every Fitherman
and Seaman employed in the Fifthery, whe thall be a Creditor for Wages
become due in the then current {eafon, thall firft be paid twenty Shllhncs in
the Pound 1o far as the Effects will go; and in the next place every Perfon
who fhall be a Creditor for bupphes furnithed in the current feafon {hall

be pald twenty Shillings in the Pound; and in the next place every .

erfon: who fhall have become a- CI‘Cd]tOI‘ within two years thall be paid
twenty Shillings in the Pound; and laftly, all other Creditors thall be paid
cqua]ly as far as the Effeéts wﬂl go.

And be it further Ena&cd That if fuch infolvent Per fo'l thall make a
true difclofure and (hfcovexy of all his or her Goods and Effe@ts what-

foever, and fhall conform him or herfelf to the order and direétion of the -
faid Court, the fame fhall and may (with the confent of one-half in

number and value of his or her Creditors) be certified by the:faid Court,
and fuch certificate, when pleadéd, fhall be a bar to all Suits and Com-
plaints for Debts contraéied within the Hland of Newfoundland and on
the Iflands and Seas aforefaid, aiid on the Banks of Newfoundlind, and in

reat Britain or Ireland, prior to the time when he or the was declared
infolvent.

And be it further Enacted, That the faid Chief Juflice, or any Perfon
or Perfons appointed by him for that purpofe under his hand and feal,
thall have power to grant adminiftration of the Effets of Inteftates, and
the Probate of Wills, and that the Effets of deceafed Perfons thall not be
adminiftered within the Wfland of Newfoundland or on the Iflands and Seas

‘aforefaid, or on the Banks of Newfoundland, unle(s adminiftration thereof,

or Probate of Wills refpeéting the fame, thall have been duly ‘granted by

fuch Authouty as aforefaid.

And be'it furthcr Enalted, That an A& paffed in the thirty-third year
of His prefent Majeﬁx s reign, intituled, “ An A&for eﬁabhfhmv Courts
“ of Judicature in the Ifland of Nezefaundland and the Iflands adjacent ”
which lias by feveral fubfequent A&s been continued to the twenty-fifth
.day of March one thoufand eight hundred and nine, fhall be and continue

in force until the opening of the Sapreme Court inftiruted by virtue of
this Act, and no longer ; and every Suit or Complaint which fhall at that

time be depending in the faid Court of Civil® Jurifdittion fhall and may
be proceeded upon in the faid Supreme Court, in the fame manner as any
Suit or Complaint originally commenced in the faid Suprcmc Court.

And be it further Enatted, That it {hall not be lawful for any Court
in the ifland of. wafozmz/larzd or-Iflands -aforefaid (except the Supreme
Court and"the Surrogate Courts appointed by virtie of this A¢t) to hold
Plea of any Suit or Complaint of a'Civil nature, any Law Cultor or

Ufage to .he contrary notwithitanding : Provided neverthelefs, that the-
