both simple and alluring—traditio­
nal symbols of birds and water are 
expressed with clarity and sublety 
throughout. There are also some 
beautiful images of cleansing as the 
mother tries to wash away the shame 
of sin. In one scene she’s like Lady 
Macbeth, washing her hair in the 
middle of the night. The contact 
between her head and hands is as 
poignant as the scene in Apocalypse 
Now in which Marlon Brando 
washes his head.

In documentary style, naturalism 
and simplicity are the key elements 
to Kezdi-Kovacs’ film. Many of the 
events are understated (such as the 
mother’s breakdown), and the fact 
that no motives are given for other 
incidents which occur (such as the 
suicide that begins the movie) add to 
the realism. The audience finds it 
understandably difficult to read the 
minds of the characters.

There are many layers to Forbid­
den Relations, but Kezdi-Kovacs 
deliberately reveals only the surface. 
He is an objective observer present­
ing the issues and gives the viewers 
credit for the intelligence and ability 
to draw their own conclusions.
