were unable to do with the Tesult that uwp 0 this dny the
‘hite settlers have never paid the s ocompensation for
their improvements. I will be mueh ot'.tiged if the Departwent
w411 take this Mstter up with the lande epartment at Victoria
with a view to getting compensation pald ta VYhese Indiane

for their improvements.®
