Mr. Found1e suggestion that for the time being, at 
least, furtherance of the plan (for supplying of dried fish as a 
substitute for aookeye}, might be restrioted to supplying IndiaiiB 
at headwaters of the Fraser River where the situation, f rom the 
standpoint of scarol ty of cockeye salmon reaching the spawning- 
grounds. is most acute, meets with approval and was advocated in 
my report wherein it was pointed out at the top of page 6 that the 

fishing In the >111 la ms Lake Agency should be regardeds ooke ye
seriously.

It is recognized that the conservation of aookeye is 
regarded as one of the principal Interests of the isheries 
Department in British Columbia, arid I think all our of ioers are 
auite sympathetic towards conservation where suoh la not attended 
by overzealousness to deprive the Indians o: their reasons le 
moral and legal rights-,

In reply I bag to say I am pleased to note that Mr. 
Found appears generally satisfied with the representations made in 
my lengthy report date Maroh 2nd, lest. It would, o± course , jfi 
a wonderful thing if Mr. Found were agreeable to the report in its 
entirety, the fishery interests of the Indians being somewhat 
apart from,although involved in, those of the fishery industry.
