Traders are re-
quested to bear in mind that ceruificates of
verification are of no value whatever unless
stamps covering the tull amouut of fees
charged are atiachad.
T 8. Owners or holders of these official cer-
tificates are specially requested to keep them
caretully for two years, and in order to
secure thelir safe keeping it would be advis-
able to placard them in their places of busi-
ness in the manner in which ordinary
license certificates are done: for it must be
distinotly understood that all traders who
are unable to produce their properly stamped
oertificates, when asked to do 8o by an In-
spector or Assistant Inspector, may, iu all
probabllity, have to pay over again their
verification fees.
