H. McDonald, and W. H. Ctiipman ; Honbla. 
M. B. Almon and W. J. Stairs of the Legisla­
tive Council ; and IL W. Smith, Esq. M.P.P. 
The Committee waa organised by celling Hon. 
Mr- Howe to the Chair, and the appointment of 
H. W. Smith, Esq., M.P.P., as Secretary.

The N. 8. Legislature met on Thursday last, 
btfl immediately adjourned till Monday.

Hon. Ally. General said that gentlemen were 
aware that a Convention composed of member» 
of the Dominion Parliament for this Province, 
Member» of the Local Assembly, aod other 
persons interested in the public welfare, bed 
assembled for the purpose of discussing the 
condition nf the public affeiis. That Conven­
tion having made tome progress yesterday had 
come to a resolution to appoint a committee of 
seventeen gentlemen, who would furnish their 
views in a report to the Convention. The Go­
vernment were desirous that Committee should 
not be interrupted in its labours, and inasmuch 
as it was not the intention of the Government to 
proceed with legislation of toy consequence, 
until after the important question of Confede­
ration wee determined, be would ask the House 
to adjourn to Monday at 3 o'clock.

The House then adjourned to Monday at 3 
o’clock.

Tbe following resolutions were adopted on 
Friday lest by tbe Convention :—

Whereas, this Convention have fully consider­
ed the reply of the British Government to the 
address of the representatives of the people of 
Nove Scotia to Her Majesty the Queen praying 
for a repeal of tbe Act uniting Canada, Nova 
Scotia and New Brunswick, and tbe course which 
it is expedient to pursue in the present criais of 
the public affaire of this Province ;

Be it therefore resolved, It is tbe opinion of 
this Convention tbet it is necessary to use every 
fuither lawful and constitutional means to ex­
tricate the people of Nove Scotia from Confede­
ration that has been forced upon them without 
their consent and against their will.

Ob the reassembling of the House on Mon­
day efternego, the Hon. Ally.
