Work was even commenced 
and about 49 miles of the road built a 
few years ago. But everything ended 
in disappointment. 
mente proved without foundation and 
even the work done ended in a fiasco. 
It is no wonder that with the recol­
lection of past disappointments, peo­
ple are almost afraid to accept the 
confident assurances that are now be­
ing given .that the building of the road 
Is really about to be commenced again. 
There seems to be no doubt that con­
tracts are about to be let on a large 
scale, and contractors, equipped with 
means and appliances, are prepared to 
begin operations. Yet there is a feel­
ing of doubt* and uncertainty, which 
the promoters of the road do not lessen 
by -their confident general assurances. 
Fuller and more particular facts are 
needed and oracular utterances do not 
supply the want, it Is remembered 
too well that assurances were given on 
former occasions and contracts let, and 
yet the Hudson’s Bay Railway was not 
built. ThefiDominiqnogtovprnment has 
passed an order-LnrrCOUncil granting 
certain assistance.. This much seems 
certain. But définitg- information1 is 
necessary on several-points before we 
can assure ourselves of a completed 
railway to Hudson’s Bay. First, do 
the arrangements really provide for a 
railway to tidewater or only to the 
Saskatchewan ; and second, are the ar­
rangements under the order-in-oouncil 
and is the order-ln-councll Itself placed 
so that there is no fear of a repetition 
of previous fiascos ? This -much, at 
least, the people of Manitoba may reas­
onably ask to be informed about before 
they «bout “hurrah,’’ to the “hip, hip” 
of Mr. Hugh Sutherland and the disin­
terested politicians fluttering around 
him. One thing i« certain: We are 
all in a mood lust now to accept with 
joy the news that work is actually to 
be commenced. It will stimulate the 
sluggish stream of commerce by the 
money it will put into circulation. 
Some will go so far as to be satisfied 
with this result alone. But most peo­
ple with the good of this country at 
heart will never be satisfied unless two 
conditions are fulfilled: First, that we 
have a whole Hudson’s Bay railway, 
not merely a Saskatchewan branch; 
and second, that the expenditure In 
completing it will afford a reasonable 
chance to the foreign investors to get 
some return for their money. We 
want this country to remain a desir­
able field for investment of capital.
