FIRE PREVENTION DAY

On the rare occasions when an entire city
is destroyed by fire, the whole continent
is aroused by the disaster, but loses of
equal magnitude are incurred as the re-
sult of the daily succession of smaller
blazes in many different places without
attracting more than passing attention.
It is only when the losses are totalled that
they appear sufficiently impressive to de-
mand public attention, although the to
tal value of property destroyed by fire
in Canada each year is great enough to
constitute a heavy drain upbn the pros-
perity of the country. The waste is appal-
ling, and the more so because 8o much of
it is inexcusable. Carelessness is blamed
for eighty-five per cent of the fires, and
carelessness on that scale should be class-
ed as criminal, It is seldom that the care.
less person is the gne who loses the most
by the fire he or she has caused; the loss
falls more frequently upon those who are
not to blame, And even though direct
losses by fire may not be incurred, every
one Who pays for fire insurance is tevied
upon as the result of the carelessness of
others. The insurance ratea must be
fixed il proportion to the fire hasard, and
the greatest single element in that hazard
is cdrelessness.
