Marriage* Among Dear states.
The education of deaf mutes, and the 

teaching them trades, bo that they be­
come intelligent and productive members 
of society, of course induce marriages 
among them. Is not this calculated to 
increase the number of deaf mutes? Dr. 
Gillette thinks not. The vital statistics 
show that consanguineous marriages are 
a large factor in deaf mutoism; about 10 
per cent., it is estimated, of _ the deaf 
mutes ore the offspring of parents re­
lated by blood. Ancestral defects are 
not always perpetuated in kiud; they 
may descend in physical deformity, in 
deafness, in imbecility. Deafness is 
move apt to descend in collateral branches 
than in a straight line. It is a strikinj 
fact in ii table of relationships prépara 
by Dr. Gillette, that while the 460 deaf 
mutes enumerated had 770 relationships 
to other deaf mutes, making a total of 
of 1,220, only twelve of them had deaf 
mute parents, and only two of them one 
deaf mute parent, tho mother of these 
having been able to hear, and that in no 
case was the mother alone a deaf mute. 
—Charles Dudley Warner in Harper’s 
Magazine.

Disposal of Old Wooden Vessel*.
Some Norwegian shipowners have hit 

upon a novel method of disposing of old 
wooden vessels with some profit The 
work of breaking up such vessels being
not only costly, but very laborior------
eels unfit for further service are 
across to the coast of Jutland, where 
thero is great scarcity of firewood and 
timber. They are there loosely anchored 
some distance from the shore, which is 
here sand, and during the first gale the 
sea will perform the operation of break­
ing up and carrying tho timber ashore. 
Tliis is then collected and sold at very 
good prices. Of late scores of useless 
hulks have been disposed of in this man­
ner.—Iren.

A Military Microphone.
It is reported that a young infantry 

officer of the French army has invented a 
kind of military microphone by means 
of which the approach or the movements 
of troops, as well as their probable num­
bers, may he gauged. The apparatus 
is described as being as simple 
as it is ingenious, and consists 
of a transmitting and a re­
ceiving machine, which are connected 
together by a metallic wire. The experi­
ments made with the instrument during 
the recent maneuvers at Montauban be­
fore Gen. Vincendon and hia staff were 
very satisfactory.—Paris Cor. London 
Telegraph.

Wounds of the Abdomen.
Modern surgery, aided by antiseptics, 

has enabled surgeons to accomplish re­
sults which, twenty-five years ago, would 
have been deemed impossible. This is in 
no department more marked than in the 
abdominal surgery. While formerly a 
wound of the abdomen, either from a 
gunshot or a stab, was considered almost 
necessarily fatal, at the present day many 
lives are saved by an operation, which 
consists in opening tho abdomen, tying 
every blood vessel that may have been 
lacerated, and sewing up any wound 
which may have been made in the in­
testines. —Science.

If her hands are leas employed 
with the hoe or reaping hook, they are 
deft enough in weaving and spinning the 
rude native textures for clothing the 
family. She also acquires ready expert­
ness in trimming and training the grape 
vines, making wine, butter, cheese, and 
all the lighter work about the farm.

The holiilay costume of the Greek 
peasant woman is picturesque enough, 
but in one feature at least it seemed to 
me rather wanting in gracefulness. On 
her head is worn either* gaudily colored 
silk kerchief or a small cap, elaborately 
embroidered or strung with coins. A 
short, rakish looking jacket of green 
or blue cloth is profusely trimmed 
with gold braid. Down the back, and 
often falling within a foot of the ground, 
are long, luxuriant black tresses, usually 
in two braids. From the waist down 
her costume is highly suggestive of an 
inverted balloon. Whether to call the 
garment skirt or pantaloons was always 
a question with me. From the waist 
downward it gets fuller and fuller until 
It terminates in the “bulge of the bal­
loon,” with a hole in either side at the 
bottom, through which the feet appear. 
When walking, the “bagginess” of this 
garment waggles about like the tail of a 
duck, which few, I believe, have ever 
thought to be1 the poetry of motion.
... The Greek female, charming though 
she is on general principles, and, more­
over. a devoted wife and mother, has her 
little weaknesses. The women that 
chatted and laughed and showed their 
rows of pearly teeth to me were nfearly 
all addicted to the use of the cigarette. 
The way they glanced over one another’s 
apparel also led me to believe them vain 
and envious of their neighbor’s superior, 
or fanciedly superior clothes. This I 
subsequently learned to be a pronounced 
trait of their character. Their love of 
finery, of outshining their neighbors and 
acquaintances in georgeousnesa of ap­
parel, is one of their strongest ambitions. 
Few Greek women are so poor but that 
they manage to keep one costume, made 
gorgeous with gold thread and elaborate 
embroidery, to appear in on gala days or 
when visiting the city. The enterpris­
ing Greek maiden, away off in some ob­
scure agricultural community, manages 
somehow to keep herself informed of 
city fashions, and, after a manner, to 
follow them. — Thomas Stevens In

TWO DETERMINED ENEMIES.

London, Aug. 10. There is no doubt 

that since the recent death of Sir John 
Brand, president of the Orange Free 
State, the position of England in South 
Africa has become more perplexing 
than ever. President Kruger, of the 
Transvaal, and other members of the 
anti-English “ring" are making strenu­
ous efforts to have one of their political 
creed chosen as Sir John’s successor. 
The principal difficulty, both social and 
political, in the affairs of the South 
African communities for the past half 
century has been the want of accord be­
tween the settlers of the English and. 
Dutch races. In these difficulties and 
disputes President Brand, who was bom 
at Cape town, though his parents were 
English, was for more than twenty years 
the principal moderator and mediator. 
The news from Zululand indicate that • 
strong influences are at work to induce 
the Zulus and Boers to make common 
cause agrinst England, and the fact that 
the British Cabinet views the situation 
with no little anxiety is shown in the cir­
cumstances of two steamers having left 
Woolwich last week laden with war ma­
terial for South Africa, while during the 
week previous similiar shipments of like 
magnitude were consigned to the same 
destination. The reason given at the 
War Office for these consignments is 
tbal the war stores at the Cape had been - 
allowed to fall far below the standard 
supply; but it is known that contingenta 
of troops have been despatched from 
other colonial stations to reinforce the 
troops at Natal, and it is surmised that 
at' !.• Parl:"-u< nt has adjourned, so that 
the Government cannot be plied with 

nbar.aaing questions by Opposition 
tombera, more reinforcements will be 

sent from England.

LANGTRY TO WED NEXT MONTH.

In Guatemala chocolate lias always 
been made in tho form of round cakes of 
varying thickness, and during the ad­
ministration of President Carrera, who 
governed from 1840 to 1863, the fertile 
Jesuitical brain discovered a new use for 
these chocolate cakes. At this time 
throughout Central America the Jesuits 
were very wealthy and powerful. See- 
ing the clouds gathering which burst 
with such fury upon them in Barrios’ 
rise, they determined to transfer their 
immense stores of gold to European and 
other foreign stations of their order, but 
there existed a heavy export duty on 
gold. To evade tills they decided to ship 
chocolate, and in the secrecy of their 
their own houses they molded thirty- 
two ounces of gold into each cake of 
chocolate, placed the cargoes on pack 
mules under trusted men, and sent them 
to Livingstou, the nearest port, for ship­
ment to Europe. A vigilant officer at 
that port discovered the fraud, and the 
government conflcated the entire lot, 
over $400,000, and, strangely enough, 
had strength enough to refuse to return 
it. The same idea was not tried again, 
but who knows how many times it had 
succeeded before ?—Cor. New York Times.
