Mr. Tweedie said that would certainly 
be done. The government assented to the 
proposition that the fullest information 
should be given to the honorable gentle­
man. Every information, whether good, 
bad or indifferent, would be supplied as 
far as he (Tweedie) was concerned. The 
more the opposition got the worse they 
were off.

Mr. Beveridge introduced a bill to 
incorporate the village of Andover for 
water and fire purposes.

Mr. Tweedie introduced a bill to an end 
the act to aid in the construction of rail­
ways and other public works in the 
province, explaining that the object of 
the bill was to facilitate the calling in of 
four per cent i ailway bonds as rapidly as 
possible.

Mr. Wells, from the municipalities com­
mittee, and Mr. Mott, from the corpora­
tions committee, announced that these 
committees would meet for organization at 
10.30 tomorrow morning.

Dr. Stockton committed a bill amend­
ing the incorporation act of the Rural 
Cemetery Company, Mr. Wells, chairman.

Dr. Stockton called attention to the pro­
visions in this bill, which provisions he 
said should be included in the incorpora­
tion act of every cemetery company in the 
province. They were contained in sec­
tions seven, eight, nine and ten. These 
sections gave the company power to make 
arrangements to accept money for the 
perpetual care of the graves there. He 
spoke of the great labors of Mr. James R.

BUSINESS BEFORE THE 1'ROVINCIAL ASSOCIA­
TION AT FREDERICTON.

Fredericton, Feb. 111.—Notwithstand­
ing the heavy easterly snowstorm, the 
Tempérance hall was crowded with mem­
bers of the association some time previous 
to the hour of opening. At ten o’clock 
sharp the president called the meeting to 
order, when the minutes of yesterday were 
read.

The reports of vice-presidents being in 
order, were read as follows :

M. D. Duncan of Restigouche reported 
the crops of last year were about an aver­
age. No apples ; grain about an average ; 
potatoes good.

Gloucester report being called for (the 
late F. J McManus being the vice-presi­
dent), a very feeling reference was made to 
the deceased gentleman by the recording 
secretary, Joseph L. Taylor, who in closing 
moved resolution of condolence, which was 
passed by an unanimous vote, the whole 
assembly rising to their feet as an expres­
sion 9f their esteem for the deceased mem­
ber. The report of the county was made 
by James T. Carter. The crops of last 
year were an average except hay, which 
was equal to two-thirds of an average. 
Wheat was an abundant crop ; good wheat 
mills arc much needed. rl he cheese in 
dustry was not as booming as desirable 
from the failure of farmers to supply sutli 
cient milk ; fruit. a great failure ; great 
dissatisfaction aa to the fruit trees deliver­
ed to farmers, not being true to the name.

Northumberland—Fruit a failure ; wheat 
good average, 30 to 40 bushel to the 
acre. x

Kent—Good interest in dairy work, food 
for stock plentiful ; wheat an abundant 
crop ; potatoes an average ; farmers are 
making good progress ; farmers’ institutes 
have awakened great interest.

Westmorland—Hay a good average; 
prices low ; grain and potatoes pdor ; 
prices low.

Albert—Have not hail a prosperous 
year ; hay our chief product ; no new de­
partures ; trying to make two blades of 
grass grow where one grew before.

Charlotte—Not an agricultural county ; 
can raise good turnips and other roots ; 
have butter and eheese factory ; agri­
cultural societies doing good work.

Kings—Have had an unfavorable season ; 
potatoes poor ; turnips and carrots some 
better ; grain poor ; wheat a fair crop, not 
much grown ; oata and peas are greatly in 
favor.

St. John—Hay our principal crop ; pota­
toes poor ; grain poor ; our business in 
agricultural produce ia principally in 
supplying the city market with vegetables; 
our dairy herds are mostly kept to supply 
the city with milk.

Queens—Good crops of hay, poor in 
quality ; little wheat sown'; oats poor, 
barley fair ; buckwheat fairly good ; pota­
toes poor ; small fruits good ; prices good ; 
apples a bad failure in quantity and 
quality.

Sunbury—No progress in dairying ; hay 
good ; potatoes poor ; grain under aver­
age.

Carleton county haa a pork packing 
establishment in connection with the can­
ning establishment at Woodatock. Only 
«even eheese factories in operation during 
the past year.

Madawaska—Hay good ; cattle food 
plentiful ; not much advance in dairying, 
but are hopeful.

The interest in the convention meeting 
is, if possible, more intense and enthusi­
astic than it was at the opening. All the 
sessions have been of more than usual 
interest, and everyone wears a smile of ap­
proval.

The afternoon session passed a resolution 
approving of government aid to secure the 
establishment of wheat flouring mills, 
after a very full discussion of the subject.

Fredericton, Feb. 17.—At the Farmers’ 
and Dairymen’s meeting Wednesday after­
noon a resolution was proposed to the 
effect that they request the government 
not to assist wheat growing, but to assist 
grist mills. This led to a long discussion 
which was taken part in by Messrs. W 
A. West, J. A. Porter, M. P. P., George

38—1, Thou ebalt 
die, and for the eubject : The Recent 
Maine Disaster and in a lucid, able and 
moralizing manner pictured the certainty, 
personality and ciroumetaneee of death, 
especially referring to and emphasizing the 
terrible loss of life in Havana harbor when 
the United States cruiser Maine was blown 
up. From his subject the reverend gentle­
man drew many practical thoughts and 
lessons, showing how unexpectedly people 
are thrown into eternity and how neces­
sary it ia to be ready at all times to meet 
God. He warned the girl» and boy», the 
young ladiee and gentlemen, the middle 
and older aged people that life was not in 
their own hands and that death often 
comes suddenly and when least looked for 
and said that such disasters as the one 
occurring last week cause continual 
shadows to fall on the paths of the 
human race, making it uigent that all 
should be religiously prepared; if people 
had ample time at all seasons to repent 
and get ready to meet death as when sick 
for a long while, there would tie little need 
of God, but the accidents of every day 
life warn people that constancy in the 
faith of God is absolutely necessary. 
Owing to the strained relations existing 
between the United States and Spain the 
learned gentleman said he hoped that the 
investigation of the fearful calamity to 
the Maine would result in a verdict of 
accident and not treachery. He admon­
ished his hearers that friendly relations 
and sympathy with all nations and suffer- 
era should be practised.

These who were unable to take advant­
age of the pastor’s efforts missed a rare 
and interesting discourse.
