Neariy 200 seat checks from Cu-
ban theatres, some memoranda and let-
ters indicated that he had been infatu-
ated with an actress, and had followed
her from place to place in Cuba and in
this country. He killed himself, it is be-
lieved, because his money had given out
and his love affair had lost its interest.

His
landlady was awakened by a shot to-
day, and running to his bedroom she
found him lying on the floor with a bul-

A letier, ap-
parently written by his mother, said
that no more money would be sent to
him unless he returned to his school in
Poughkeepsie.
