eastern acreages are taken to the 
factories intact. So far very few 
contract! have been signed up 
at the old price, the growers 
claiming that the high wages be­
ing asked by labor, the increase 
in the price of fertilizers, ipa- 
nures and plants does not warr­
ant them raising tomatoes at all.
