The wreckage hit the ground with
a crash, the huge propeller churning
around on the earth some minutes
after the aeroplane landed.

IBIG VICTORY FOR
LOCAL OPTIONISTS

By-Law Carried in 79 Places in Ont-
ario—Lost in 74, 57 by Three
Fifths’ Stipulation.

Toronto, Jan. 5—Additional retums
from, the local option campaign make
the temperance victory more ereditable
than ever. All but five places out of
a total or 261 have been heard from,
but the final figures cannot offset the
local option gains greatly in any event.
The bylaw is now cauried in 79 places.
It has been lost threugh the “three-
fifths clause in 57 places and has been
defeated in 17 places. The repeals
number two. The official figures from
the city of Brantford are 2.711 for and
1,900 against. This gives a majority of
811 for local option, but is short by a
bare 356 votes of the threefifths stipu-
lation. A recount has been decided
on and the temperance organization is
being maintained for fuxther cffort.

Satisfied With Result.

Participants in the local option fray
express, in various wayg, satisifaction
over the:result of the vote. It is
genemally coneeded that the strong
arm of public- sentiinent has decided
to wield an inexorable weapon, the
vote, until the liquor traffic has suc
cumbed.” Tn other words;, the death
sentence is pronounced, but it will
partake of the gradual nature of a
torture, as the public- arm Erows
strongen with each successful stroke.

An Important Victery.

“In my judgment, Monday’s victory
is the most “important ever wen in

LEVEL CROSSING PROTECTION

Railway Commission Will Take Up
Whole Question in February.

Ottawa, Jan. 4.—The Railway Com-
mission today heard a score of appli-
cations reégarding raiiway ~crossings.
After & discussion of several of them
Judge Mabee, finding that they all
Involved the same principle, ordered
that they be deferred until the Feb-
ruary sittings when it is probable the
whole question of railway crossings
will be considered by the commission.
The chief poigt to be dealt with is
that of dangerous crossings, for the
elimination of which an appropriation
was made by parliament last session,
and the task of deciding what cross-
ings should be protected, what oro-
portion the railways, local authorities
and government should pay was re-
ferred to the board.

An important phase of the deliker-
ations in February will be the consid-
eration of the extent to which the gov-
ernment appropriation will go in the
work of protecting the level crossings,
which have already been designated
as dangerous. The question of turt: =
parliamentary appropriation this ses-
sion will depend upon the deliber-
ations of the board on this question.

Magistrate Daly Declares Play is Im-
moral, But Could not Make Con-
viction,

Winnipeg, Man., Jan. 4.—The ase
against the Grand Opera company for
the production of an alleged immoral
plauy “Three Wesks,” was dismisged
this week by Magistrate Daly. Sev-
eral witnesses were examined but
their evidence so technical that little
light was thrown on the morality or
otherwise of the production. In giv-
ing his decision, the magistrate de-
clared the play decidedly  immoral,
but while the prosecution had’ estab-
lished this, they were mnot able ‘o
prove that there was lewd and lasei-
vious conduct, as stipulated in the
by-law on-the subject.

Had the
charge been brought under the code,
it would have been a different mat-
ter, but wunder, the by-law, I have
no opening but to dismiss the case.
