Prices have shaded off about four 
cents all around within the last few 
days. With harvesting and thresh- 
in« nearly done this year’s crop is „,ütt will'bê. 
beginning to move, although little 
wheat has so far found its way into 
the Edmonton elevators.

There is practically no change in 
prices for vegetables. The demand is 
active and farmers are able* to .dis­
pose of all the good stuff they can 
bring to the city. Potatoe prices re­
main low and large quantities are be­
ing held in the hope of a stiffer mar­
ket in the near futurè.

The poultry market is firm, the de­
mand being In excess of the supply.
Spring chicken bring from 16 to 18 
cents. Prices for turkey also rule 
high at 25 cents.

Fresh eggs now sell at 40 cents, and 
prices promise to go stronger before 
the season advances much farther.

London, Nov. 1—Paris and Berlin 
newspapers today are filled with re­
ports of a big defeat of the Italian 
troops in Tripoli. These reports are 
based [perhaps, on a despatch from 
Constantinople which stated that the 
Italians had met with a great disaster, 
7,000 men being killed and 5,000 pris­
oners taken.

Official telegrams from an authori­
tative Italian source received in Lou­
don this afternoon state that the news 
of Turkish origin sent out from Berlin 
and Vienna in regard to the defeats 
of the Italians in Tripoli is without 
foundation. , The stcries, it is stated, 
were sent- out on the last day of the 
month for financial reasons.

. A telegram from General Cane -a, 
the commander in chief of the Italian 
forces In Tripoli, sent at 9.30 *h!s 
morning and received at Rome, says 
there is no variation in the situation, 
save that 800 more Arabs have been 
made prisoners. He declared ab- 
selutély the stories that the Italians 
have been massacring the Arabs In 
masses were untrue. He says the 
Italians simply cleared the women, 
children and others from the danger 
zone and demolished buildings that 
haa been lurking places for their op­
ponents.

Deny Cruelties.
Rome, Nov. 1—The reports whi2h 

have been spread in foreign countries 
that the Italian troops at Tripoli have 
practiced extreme cruelty in the war 
against the Turks and Arab women 
and children, the aged and infirm and 
non-combatants have caused intense 
indignation throughout Italy. These1 
reports have already been officially 
denied, but Premier Giolittl took oc­
casion to emphasize the denial and 
tc make a statement in behalf of the 
government and nation.

“If any reproach is admissible,” he 
said, “that can only be on account 
of excess of humanitarianism. We 
have perhaps through exaggerated 
scruples, spared the lives and property 
of the enemy and in- doing so have 
exposed ourselves to grave risks. This 
factor we have been pleased to do 
to prove, that we are civilized and 
human. Perhaps what is the bounty 
ot the strong may be judged as weak­
ness.

"Our soldiers, trained in the school 
of loyalty and accustomed to the up­
rightness of the Abyssiniens, who ire 
open enemies or steadfast friend, did 
he-: expect that the Arabs .after they 
had sworn fealiy and received grain 
and flour and other concessions, would 
tieacherously break their oaths and 
traitoriously turn their arms upon the 
wounded.. Among the heroic uead 
ir.any were barbarously killed by the 
enemy after they had fallen gravely 
wounded.

"He who as-erts that the Italian 
soldier would offend woman or child 
shows ignorance of our country and 
race.

OLYMPIC IS BLAMED.

Naval Court Finds White Star Liner 
is Entirely at Fault.

New York, Oct. 31.—The British 
Naval Court of Inquiry on the col­
lision between the White Star liner 
Olympic and the British cruiser 
Hawke, on ’ September 20, has com­
pletely exonerated the Hawke and 
placed the blame on the liner, ac­
cording to dispatches received by 
shipping men here. The British 
Naval Court of inquiry is entirely 
private, and its results are not offi­
cially made public. The advices 
which reach this city were obtained, 
it Is said, through Board of Trade 
officials.

The report as received here says 
that under the navigation laws the 
cruiser was passing up the Solent and 
had the right of way. Tne liner 
thus became the overtaking ship and 
s found to have forced the cruiser 
over toward the shoals at the edge 
of the narrow fair way.
