Russian Troops
Will be Sent
to Dardanelles.

Manilla, July 12.—Persons who have
arrived here from Saigon, the capital
of French Cochin China, report that
all vessels belonging to the niessager-
ies Maritimes, which have becen en-
gaged in far Eastern traffic, are being
transformed into transports to carry
Russian troops to the Dardanelles.
‘Whenever a vessel of the Messageries
fleet reaches Saigbn, it is said, the
passengers are transferred and the
freight unloaded,.after which a large
force of carpenters work at top speed
to make the necessary alterations.
