During the last few years the fac­
ilities of the College have been very 
Inadequate for meeting the existing 
needs. For instance, the Residence 
Building will only care for forty-five 
outport students at the present time, 
and this number forms an extremely 
small percentage of the number which 
ought to be cared for and which will 
bo cared for under the larger and 
more comprehensive program as out­
lined.

There are no Boarding Houses for 
the students in St John's, and it is 
too risky for them to room outside. 
As the Methodist College is not only 
an Institution for learning, It Is an 
institution to build men and women of 
the highest type of character, to al­
low the students to go outsde would 
be to obstruct one of the largest aims 
of the College. To overcome these di- 
flculties it is the purpose of the ways 
and means committee of the College 
to have constructed a Residence 
Building which will provide dormitory 
rooms for the students from the Out- 
ports. This Is to be built on the new 
site on LeMarchant Road. The Meth­
odist church in common with the other 
great churches to-day is facing a crit­
ical moment in her educational pro­
gram. The number of young men and 
women desiring educational advan­
tages is annually increasing. The 
church has not enlarged its equipment 
and building noticeably for a quar­
ter of a century. Either her young 
people must be trained in other De­
nominational Colleges or go untrained 
The leadership of the Methodist Col­
lege is imperilled for England cannot 
at present find ministers and New­
foundland must train her own lead­
ers.

The Conference then had the plea­
sure of hearing Prof. DesBarres, B.A., 
B.D., ono of the Theological Profes­
sors of Mount Allison University, in 
Sackville, N.B.

In the course of his address Prof. 
DesBarres spoke very highly of the 
warm reception he had received while 
attending the Conference.

I desire to bring before you he said 
the fact, that there is such t. thing as ' 
a Mt. A. tradition, or Mt. A. spirit. It 
is not easy to define that tradition or 
spirit, for within Cackville or at the 
Front that spirit remains true. Stu­
dents come to the University, thinking 
only what they will get It of It for 
themselves. They come into contact 
with other students and some learn 
that life must not be self-centured,

. hut must be lived in the interest of 
others. When he enters the College 
Residence he is called upon to pay 
Caution Money. At first he cannot 
understand it. Why should he be made 
to pay for fear some of the property 
is destroyed by others. Then he grad­
ually comes to see that he is not only 
responsible for his own behavious, but 
also for the mis-demeanor of his fel 
low-students. It is but leading him 

i to accept the great vicarious princi­
ple we see on every hand,

Then I would speak of the Inter- 
collegate sports. All students are 
urged to enter into these games. It 
not only develops man’s physique but 
helps him to play the game of life. 
Wellington once said that the Battle 
of Waterloo vas won on the fields of 
Eton. The first problems of the fut­
ure will be solved by those who pass 
through the Universities of our land 
There are also the Intercollegiate de­
bates. The students coming from 
Newfoundland have always taken an 
important part in these debates. This 
last year one of your own young-men 
from Carbonear was one of the three 
M. A. students that won further laur­
els for old Mt. Allison.

Our University has sent over 500 of 
Its students over the seas to defend 
the honor of our empire. 200 of these 
were wounded, while 67 made the 
supremo sacrifice. Thirty of our 
students received various decorations. 
This is certainly very gratifying, es­
pecially when you know that Mt. A 
is only a small College. It means 
that nearly every student of military 
ago responded to the call. When our 
University was founded, it was to 
meet a great nfced. Mt. Allison Uni­
versity has given to the church some 
of its ablest leaders. None of the 
Maritime Conferences can afford to 
ignore our University. The life of our 
church here is unseparably bound up 
with the welifare of Mt. A.

Dr. Chown, at the close of Prof. 
DesBarrrs address said that it was cer­
tainly one of the finest and instructive 
educational address he had ever 
heard.

The session then closed with the
