have been three years in prison , and seven, 
years under the surveillance of the police. 
I have lost all I possessed, I am reduced 
to indigence, I am old, in bad health, and 
have not long to live. Have pity on me.” 
Guilty or innocent, the man had already 
been severely punished ; and the jury 
(which was composed of seven Greeks, 
two Russian and three Tartars of the 
Crimea), after a short consultation, ac- 
quited him.

W. G. & B. Railway.—The Port Elgin 
Frre Press says :—There are at present 
about 150 men at work between Paisley 
and Port Elgin, and the road is almost 
ready for traffic to the former place. The 
Mill Creek bridge adjoining Port Elgin is 
in a forward state—a number of the 
bents being raised. The Contractor, Mr. 
W. Hendrie, is pushing forward the work 
energetically, and expects to have the 
line completed to Southampton early this 
fall. We expect to see the locomotive 
this side of the Mill Creek by the first of 
September. A number of the hands em­
ployed are boarding in the Village, which 
gives a business like appearance to the 
streets, and increases trade generally.

The Reformers of the Centre Riding of 
Wellington bad a grand rally at the Drill 
Shed, Elora, on Friday night, when the 
Hon. George Brown, in the unavoidable 
absence of the Hon. Mr. Mackenzie, made 
a splendid speech on the great issues now 
before the country. By eight o’clock the 
large building was completely filled, over 
800 being present, among whom were a 
large number of Reformerrfrmn all parts 
of the Biding. Mr. Charles Clarke, M.P. 
P., was called to the chair, and first in­
troduced to the meeting Mr. James Boss, 
the Reform Candidate, who was received 
with enthusiastic cheers.

Mr Ross thanked them for the reception * 
accorded him, and after saying a few 
words in reference to the present contest, 
and to the chet ring prospects he had of 
being triumphantly returned on Tuesday 
next, gave way for Mr. Brown.

Hon. Mr. Brown was then introduced 
and on coming forward was greeted with 
deafening cheers which lasted for some 
time. On quiet being restored he thank­
ed them for their kind welcome, and ex­
plained that at the urgent solicitation of 
Mr. Mackenzie he had come up to say a 
few words to them on the great issues 
now before the country. He recalled to 
their recollection the glorious political 
record of the County of Wellington in 
past times, and said he felt satisfied the 
Reformers would sweep the whole three 
Ridings at the present election. After 
other preliminary remarks he then gave a 
very full and interesting sketch of the 
political history of Canada since the 
Jnion in order that they might have a 

better understanding of the questions 
now under discussion, and of the credit 
that belongs to the Reformers in bring­
ing about those great reforms which have 
proved so beneficial to the country. He 
dwelt, especially, with great fullness and 
power on the long and arduous struggle 
the Reformers had in their efforts to secure 
representation according to population, 
and on the fact that John A. Macdonald 
and hie Conservative friends resisted until 
public opinion forcéd them at last to 
yield. He justly claimed that during all 
that long and earnest struggle the Re­
formers never faltered in their purpose, 
and that now when Confederation was 
accomplished, and when they had the 
management of their own local affairs, 
the credit of it all belonged to the Reform­
ers, and not to tho Conservatives, who 
only àccepted the reforms when they 
could not help themselves, and for the 
purpose of keeping themselves in office. 
He hurled back with scorn the charge 
that the Reformers were anxious to get 
into office during the crisis in 1864, and 
showed in the most conclusive way that 
they did accept office with the greatest 
reluctance, and only when they were told 
that unless they did so Confederation 
could not he carried. He was very minute 
in his recital of all the details connected 
with the negotiations preparatory to for­
ming the Coalition in 1864, and by his 
earnestness and fervour carried eouvietioa 
to every candid hearer that his words 
came from the heart, and that his state­
ments had the stamp of truth on them. 
After haring thus ably reviewed the past 
political history of the country down to 
Confederation, he proceeded to review 
the acts of the Government for the past 
five years, and made a most scathing ex­
posure of their iniquitous doings. He 
went over the history of the Nova Scotia 
subsidy vote, the Intercolonial and Paci­
fic Railway jobs, the outrages on the re­
presentation in giving Manitoba and Bri­
tish Columbia more members than they 
were entitled to, the enormous increase 
in our expenditure, the degradation 
which the carrying of the Washington; 
Treaty brought on us, the largely increa­
sed exfenditure and mismanagement of 
the militia, and other leading questions. 
He spoke for nearly three hours] and waa 
heard with the greatest attention by the 
large audience, who frequently manifest­
ed their appreciation of his statements 
by the most vociferous applause. He 
closed with a most eloquent appeal to the 
electors to support Mr. Ross, to rally as 
one man on Tuesday next, and return 
him by a triumphant majority, and retir­
ed amid a storm of cheers.

A Mr. Hawkins, whom Dr. Orton had 
imported from Brantford, then asked to 
be beard in reply to Mr. Brown, and 
though it was 11 o'clock, he was accorded 
half an hour. The audience condescend­
ed to listen to him as he nibbled away 
at Mr. Brown’s speech much in the same 
manner as a mouse would attack a mam- 

| moth cheese, without, of course, making 
the slightest impression on it.

The Hon. Mr. Gow, who, along with 
Mr. Stirton and Mr. Massie, had only a 
few minutes before arrived from the poll­
ing places in Minto, was introduced. He 
excused himself from making a speech, 
as he was completely worn out by his 
exertions. In lieu of a speech, however, 
he would give them the gratifying infor­
mation that Mr. Higinbotham had been 
elected, which was received with tremen­
dous cheers.

Mr. Fahey then let off steam, and in 
the course of his harangue met with 
several interruptions, which he seemed 
to court fruM his ill-natured, and 
personal remarks on Mr. Brown*. The 
audience would not quietly listen to such 
small things, and so Mr. F. making the 
best of the case for himself that he could, 
charged them with attempting to stifle 
free discussion, and told them that, with 
his characteristic modesty, be would re­
tire, which he was very glad to do.

Mr. Robert McLean, of Galt, who was 
to reply to the gas bag could not get a 
hearing from a few of Orton’s followers, 
who set up a howling whenever he at­
tempted to speak, so alter a few words he 
was forced to retire.

After three rousing cheers for the Queen 
and three more for Mr. Ross, the meet­
ing quietly broke up.
