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The Quebec Legislature.
The Quebec Local Government are 

at present rather hard pressed. For 
some days a brisk debate has been
going on in connection with Crown 
Timber abuses, in which the Opposi 
tion has had the best of it. The 
charge was that the Government had 
on more than one occasion made 
large grants of timber lands to per­
sons not in the timber trade, refus­
ing prior applications for the same 
made by bona, fide manufacturers. 
Mr. Joly in his speech in moving for 
a committee to enquire into the 
whole subject of the Government ad­
ministration of these lands, said it 
was desirable in the public interest 
that this should be done^nd why the 
timber trade was discouraged for the 
benefit of speculators. Another 
question of importance for consider 
ation was the propriety of the Gov­
ernment granting such large blocks 
as 1,300,000 acres to any one person 
or firm. Another point on which 
light was desirable was the propriety 
of disposing of the limits by the pres­
ent system (i. «., privately), as com­
pared with selling them by public 
auction. In this connection he con­
trasted the conduct of the Ontario 
Government with that of the Quebec 
Cabinet. In Ontario a large extent 
of timber limits had lately been of­
fered, and sold by public auction in 
the open light of the day before the 
eyes of hundreds, and in the very 
halls of the Legislature, realizing 
splendid sum for that Province 
while in Quebec the most valuable 
lands were frittered away in the 
Commissioner’s private ‘ office, re­
turning but a tithe of their value. 
He proceeded to argue that when 
our timber lands were sold by auction 
they realized higher prices, while 
the system prevented those sus­
picions of partiality and collu­
sion which he regretted to say 
now too extensively prevailed. 
He thought there was grave reason 
to suspect something wrong in the 
management, and contended that the 
Legislature had the right to inquire 
why these lands could not have been 
disposed of as profitably by the Gov­
ernment as by a private company, 
and why they divested themselves of 
so immense a block at such an insig 
nificant price. The most serious 
charge was the sale to the Glasgow 
Lumber Company of 1,300,000 acres 
of the richest limits for the pitiful 
sum of |40,000, or about $35 per acre, 
when in the prospectus ot the Com­
pany the inducement of a return of 
many thousands of dollars for every 
mile by their simple sale was held 
out to English capitalists to invest 
their money in the concern, and the 
large sum realized by sales of limits 
by private parties are cited m sup 
port. Mr. Joly’s motion for a com 
mittee of inquiry was negatived by 
17 of a majority, but though defeated 
for the present, judging from the 
changing tone of the House, the Op­
position may more than likely, on 
some of the many other important 
questions which they intend to raise 
soon, turn into a minority the Gov­
ernment’s small majority on this 
vote.

Tariff Revision.
The Montreal Board of Trade have 

issued a circular onpTariff Revision to 
the different boards of Trade in the 
country, as follows :•

As the Revision of the Tariff will 
doubtless be the subject of Legisla­
tion at the next session of the Dom­
inion Parliament, it is earnestly hop­
ed by the President and Council of 
this Board, that the question will be 
regarded by your organization as a 
matter of deserved importance, and 
that it may receive such considera­
tion as will lead your represetatives 
to the next Annual Meeting of the 
Dominion Board of Trade, to be held 
at Ottawa in Janury, 1873, to desire 
that the question shall be taken up, 
and to participate in its thorough 
discussion.

It is believed tliat any representa­
tion coming from such an intelligent 
body of commercial’men, as the re­
sult of their united deliberations, 
would greatly assist Parliament in 
adopting such a policy as would be 
best adapted to the requirements of 
Canada.

The same was done to all 
Government officers along the lines, 
end the result was that many were 
obliged to vote for King who did so 
with the greatest possible reluct­
ance.

Chancery Court.
Before Chancellor Spragge.

Saturday.
Robertson vs. Wrîb.—This is a bill 

filed to compel defendant to amend con­
veyance of certain lots purchased by 
plaintiff from defendant. It appears 
that some time ago Webb sold to Mr. S. 
Robertson, of Hollin, a certain number 
of lots in the village of Harriston, sup­
posed to contain the whole of the front 
halves of Lots 86 and 87, con. D., Minto, 
but when an actual survey was made it 
appeared that the true line dividing those 
lots extended beyond the boundary of the 
registered map of the village of Harris­
ton. Mr. Robertson claims that portion 
of land lying between the boundary line 
of the village and the true division line 
of the lots. Defendant contends that he 
did not convey or intend to convey any 
more than the portion situate within the 
village and shown on the registered plan. 
Hon. E. Blake, Q.C., and Mr. Jas. Watt 
for plaintiff ; Mr. T. Moss, Q.C., and Mr. 
A. Dunbar for defendant.

Hbisse vs. Wahn.—In this case, re­
ported yesterday, the parties agreed to 
the terms of the decree, which may lie 
briefly stated as follows : The Defendant 
takes the Neustadt foundry, and dwelling 
therewith, at 96,250, payable in promis­
sory notes, which die holds against the 
late firm of Wahn & Heisse, for capital 
invested by defendant in excess of the 
plaintiff, the defendant to get his choice 
of the notes and accounts of the firm to 
pay him, so that both may be placed on 
an equal footing, and the balance to be 
divided equally. Mr. A. 8. McEdwards, 
of Neustadt, was appointed collector of 
of the partnership assets, and if any dis­
pute should arise between the parties in 
carrying out the decree, Mr. Klotz, of 
Preston, is appointed by the Court as 
arbitrator to settle it. The plaintiff is 
ordered to give the defendant a deed, 
with bar of dower of all the real estate, 
within 21 days. Mr. Fitzgerald and Mr. 
Durand for plaintiff ; Hon E. Blake and 
Mr W. H. Bowlby for deft.

McIsaac vs. Hennebebry.—Bill to de­
clare that the trusts contained in a deed 
of a farm in Nichol made by the late 
Miss McIsaac, were void under the sta­
tutes of mortmain. The chancellor gave 
a decree in favor of the plaintiff—ques­
tion of costs reserved. Mr. Moss, Q.O., 
and Mr. Watt for plaintiff ; Hon. E. 
Blake, Q.C., and Mr. Drew for defendant.

A Martel oar Creators».—Anderson, 
opposite the market, has sent us the 
gem of Scottish music books. 222 pop­
ular songs with music, the price being 
only 80c. He has just opened out a 
large stock of music which he is selling 
at remarkably low rates.

The Presbyterian Tercentenary.
Since the memor&ble reunion of the 

Old and New School branches of the 
Presbyterian Church and their “ memo­
rial year” in 1870-71, probably nothing 
has been of more historic interest in the 
denomination than the celebrations in 
this its tercentenary year. In 1572 OC' 
curred the death of John Knox, of Scot­
land, the formation of the first Presby­
tery in England, and the crisis of the 
Reformation in France, as indicated by 
the St. Bartholomew’s Day massacre. 
The Church in this country has regarded 
the 800th anniversaries of these events, 
all falling within the limits of one year, 
as worthy unusual attention. The Ge­
neral Assembly took order last year at 
Chicago for a suitable celebration ; and, 
according to that arrangement, the Ge­
neral Assembly of this year devoted one 
of the evenings of its session at Detroit, 
in May, to the subject. The commemo­
ration thus begun in the General Assem­
bly was recommended to the churches 
under its care ; and very many pastors 
celebiated the last Sunday but one in 
August by a review of the story of the 
French massacre. Other commemora­
tions have all been made at other times 
during the year—some on a considerable 
scale, as addresses upon set occasions in 
some of the Synods. But the principal 
of them all was the one held in Philadel­
phia on Wednesday—the memorial day 
of the foundation .of the Wandsworth 
Presbytery in England—by the Presby­
terians of-Philadelphia and vicinity. If 
a celebration of this sort was to be ex- 
pected anywhere, it would be in this il­
lustrious capital of American Presby­
terianism.

The addresses were delivered at the 
Penn-square Presbyterian Church. The 
list of specially invited guests was very 
large, and included the living ex-Modera- 
tors and Clerks of the General Assembly, 
the Professors in the Theological Semi­
naries, the members of the Boards of 
the Church, Presbyterian members of 
the National, State and Municipal Judi­
ciary, and editors of Presbyterian news­
papers. The following was the order of 
the proceedings : At ten a.m., the minis-' 
ters and elders in attendance met at the 
rooms, No. 1, 334 Chestnut-st., and 
marched in procession to the church. 
After appropriate opening services, the 
memorial address was delivered by the 
Rev. S. J. Wilson, D.D., L.L. D. His­
torical papers were read at the afternoon 
session, as follows : One by the Rev. R. 
M. Patterson, on Presbyterianism in 
Philadelphia ; another by the Rev. J. W. 
Dale, D. D., on Presbyterianism in the 
United States ; and another by the Rév. 
James McCosh, D. D., L.L. D., on Pres­
byterianism in other countries.

Another of the boats of the steamer 
Missouri, which was burned at sea a few 
weeks ago, has been heard of, the survi­
vors of the crew have arrived at Nassau, 
They tell a tale of horrible privation and 
suffering, a synopsis of which appears in 
our telegraphic colums. After being in 
an open boat, half full of water, without 
food or drink, for eight days, the unfor­
tunate men landed on an island, but they 
were not rescued till two days afterwards.
