Canadian Contingent at Halifax.

DEAR BROTHER:—

Although my last letter is stll unan-
swered I will write you unother, thinking
perhaps you would like to bear something
about ti e soldiers of the Queen, who em
barked last Saturday on the troopship,
Pomeranian, anu those left behind to go on
the Milwaukee, I will first tell you about
the Northwest Mounted Police. Last week
I was at Hulifax und saw many of them on
the streets, but Thursday afternoon, Jan.
25th, 1100k a stioll up to tne exhibition
grounds, where they were quartered, and
their hor-es are there as well. They were
leading these out to the water tauks for
their evening drink when I arrived, and a
splendid sighit it was too, tor the eoldiers
and hoises ure as good as the world can pro-
duze. These men, or cowboys, ae they are
called, are a fine lovking lot of men, a num-
ber of them standing rix feet, and several
six feet two inches and -ix feet four inches.
Their appearance in their khaki uniforms
make them look like the great fighters they
will enrely be, when they reach the front in
South Africa. The unitorms are of a light
brown color and the material is cotton duck.
The cfficers all wear leather,leggings in same
color, but the rapk and file wear rutters.
These af: made of woolen cloth cutin strips
about thiee inches in width and are wrapped
about the legs from ankle to knee breeches.
They are considered better than leather
leggings as they prevent the sand getting
inside their boots and making their teet sore.
On Fuoday mornine, the 26th, I had the
pleasure of seeing the Canadian Mounted
Rifles drill on the commons, and they per-
formed splendidly aithough there was three
or four inches of mud.  When they lined off
in fours and came atound on the gallop, it
sounded like thunder. One little girl in the
crowd said “‘gosh,won’t the Boers run when
they tee these coming,” and we Il they might
There were only 300 of them and I thought
if there were 3,000, they would make any-
thing 1un.  Then they halted in front of the
new armory (a magnificent building) where
the officers dismounted and went inside to
witnees Major-Gen. Hutton inspect the
mounted police. These were drilling in the
spacious hail and I shall never forget the
splendid sight. Lined up in single file they
reached nearly all the way around the hall.
There thev stood, with officers in front,
straight as reeds, and for over half an hour
there was not a move of limb. The Leinster
Band furnished mu-ic and never did I hear
the ““Maple Leaf” played so grandly. Tt
almost seemed that those large instruments
spoke the grand words.
I had several chats with members of both
companies. They seemed cheerful and knew
jusy what dangers were ahead, but all they

wanted was to get at the Boers, and by the
determined look on some of their faces, the
Boer that comes at them will not relish the
reception he will get. As there were several
members of D. Battery, Ottawa detained to
look after sick horses 1 rhought I might
possibly see W. R. Hare, of Aylmer, but in
this I was dissappointed as he sailed on tne
Laurentian a week betore. As Saturday
was such a stormy day, I did not stay to
see the troopships sail, bat they got & great
send-off and were favored with better
weather than the Laurentian There was a
northwest gale on, hut you know that it is
off the land and makes no sea, but Monday
there was a southeast gale, but they may
have been out of the 1each of it.
a very heavy sea on the day the Laurentian
sailed, and those on her, who had never been
at sea would find it no joke.

Old Halifax did nobly. No:hing was left
undone to make the soldiers feel good while
in the Garrison City, and when the next
ship, Milwaukee, saiis they will give her as
good a send-off, as they will also do wh n
Lord Sirathcona’s contingent emuvarks,
which they are likely to do at Halifax.
There was great disappointment when the
public found they would nov be admitted to
the dock-yards.
