He claims to be a 
Government detective on the look­
out, for counterfeit money, and 
shows a badge to the merchant to 
back np his claim. He looks over 
the cash drawer, and strange to re­
late, always succeeds in finding 
some “counterfeit ’’ money, which 
ho obligingly “ confiscates. ”

REV. DR. ROSE DISCARDS GOWN

While ‘Reading the Report ol the Court
of Appeal of the MathodM Church.
Ottawa, April 6—The Rev. Dr. 

Rose of the Dominion Methodist 
Church in a dramatic manner this 
morning discarded hla gown that 
has been a source of discontent 
throughout the Methodist Church, 
not only here, but in aU Canada. 
After theflrst hymn he paused in 
the services and read a declaration 
covering three pages of typewrit­
ten copy, stating his case. He 
showed considerable annoyance, 
and is apparently of the opinion 
still that he should be allowed to 
use the gown. He recited the fact of 
the first introduction of the gown, 
saying that he knew of no law for­
bidding it. The legality of its 
wearing was referred to the Co^rt 
of Appeal of the general confer­
ence. The decision of the court 
was that it was prohibited by “gen­
eral usage.”

One passage of the statement 
reads : “In view of this decision of 
the Court of Appeal, no coarse is 
possible save to lay aside the gown, 
which I now do.”

At that point Rev. Dr. Rose 
threw back his hands and dropped 
his gown to the floor beneath his 
feet.

In his statement he defended his 
action by saying : “I do this in year 
presence in respectful and loyi^l 
submission to the law of the church 
as interpreted by its highest court 
of interpretation. That is the only 
reason I shall no longer wear it in 
this pnlpit. The decision of the 
court was not wholly unanimous. 
My private opinions are my own 
property, and are in no wise affect­
ed by the courts. Legal decisions 
forbid my using this decent pnl­
pit robe, but they do not lessen ad­
miration for it, nor dispel the hope 
that the day may come when lib­
erty will be granted to our minist­
ers to wear it. j cannot conceal my 
regret at this decision. It seems to 
limit unduly the liberty of the in­
dividual congregation in things in­
different. It discourages what I 
regard as a ritual doctrine.

“ Bat I have hopes that Method­
ism will not only recognize the de­
sirability of granting a fuller meas­
ure of liberty to individual congre­
gations in mere matters of prefer­
ence, bat will also come more clear­
ly to see that her life and progress 
depend upon a proper ^provision in 
her service and teaching and prac­
tices for every complexity of life 
consistent with Christian develop­
ment. I trust the future to work 
its own reforms.”

The gown was initiated by the 
Women’s Aid of the Dominion 
Church last Christmas when the 
women subscribed $2 apiece and pre­
sented Re.v Dr. Rose with a gown. 
Ho wore it and dissension arose. 
He now discards it.
