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Chicago Horse Show in November includes 
the death of the famous Roseberry when 
gallantly attempting a hurdle 7 feet 5% 
inches, the severe shaking up of his rider, 
the plucky Tim Blong, who miraculously es­
caped death, the disablement of another 
jockey and the breaking of a leg by young 
Charles Burgess, son of Mr. Robort Burgess, 
who is one of the cleverest of boy riders. 
Surely this is enough to bar high-jumping 
contests from future exhibitions of the 
State Board, and The Gazette is pleased to 
record against them the out-spoken opinion 
of so thorough a sportsman as Mr. Burdett- 
Coutts.—[Breeders' Gazette.

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A BOL,ISH THE RECORD BREAKING JUMP.
In tthe interesting account of the New 

York .Horse Show, written by the distin- 
guishe-d breeder from Britain, whose utter- 
ances a have oft been quoted favorably in 
these, columns, occurs this very pertinent 
comment on what lias grown to be a leading 
hippodrome feature of American horse 
she ws:
I’‘Last year I criticised in somewhat strong 

'language what I considered to be an un- 
sportsmanlike exhibition called the high 
jump, in which the famous show-jumpers of 
the country were set to make a record over 
stiff and heavy wooden bars up to some­
thing over seven feet. This was partly 
abolished tills year, but not to the extent 
that I should desire, as there was a class for 
the best high-jumper up to 6 feet 6 inches. 
If the principle of fixing any limit to the height 
to be jumped is adopted, the height stated, 
viz.: 6 feet 6 inches is unnecessarily high. 
For, suppose two or three horses succeed in 
jumping up to this height, they will have 
to be judged by their style of jumping. 
Now, once the principle of judging by style 
is admitted, the necessity for abnormal, 
dangerous, or unsportsmanlike height dis- 
appears. After all, the raison d’etre of 
this sport is hunting, and the style in 
which a hunter takes his fences is of infi­
nitely greater importance than two or three 
inches higher or lower, when you once go 
beyond the height of a fair hunting fence. 
1 suppose the crowd must be served, but to 
my mind the show is now so firmly fixed in 
popular favor that the authorities are quite 
strong enough to take a step beyond what
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old Indian friends there; and, as they had 
still somo weeks to spare, they had come 
down to the Deeside, and had fallen in love 
with Rowan-Glen.

The edge of record-breaking danger need 
not be approached to afford rare entertain­
ment. To a certain height the trained 
jumper mounts with manifest and infectious 
enthusiasm; at a bar beyond that height he 
instinctively recoils with evident knowl­
edge of the limitations of his powers. Urg- 
ings then transcend legitimate sport and 
cross into the domain of cruelty. The 
mettlesome horse, partaking of the sport of 
the occasion, fighting for his bead and 
clearing the bar with evident ease and 
fetching style is an inspiring sight. Goaded 
by whip and spur and fairly lifted to a 
dangerous leap the only inspiration in the 
performance is like to that kindled by the 
savagery of the gladiatorialarena. Delicate 
and refined women applaud the jumper as 
he takes the hurdles willingly and grace- 
fully, but many a head is turned away as 
the bar is pushed from trying notch to 
dangerous height. Feminine instinct may 
be a bit tender but it is true. Such tests 
of courage and endurance as the high jump 
are cruelty to animals. Let them he 
abolished. If high jumping the people 
must have, get a kangaroo.
