Neither the municipal authorities, the 
military, the churches, or the patriotic 
societies held any celebration today in 
honor of the King’s birthday. His 
Majesty having specially requested that 
the usual observances should be sus­
pended this year in view of the fact 
that the Empire is at war. At the 
divisional militia headquarters the flag 
was run .up to the head of the pole, and 
in a few other cases flags were dis­
played, but otherwise the day was not 
observed in any special manner.

At the city hall a group of flags of 
the nations allied with Britain in the 
struggle against Prussian militarism 
was put up on the wall in the council 
chamber. but this was decided upon 
some time ago, and the fact that the 
flags arrived on June 3 was a coinci­
dence only.

Unfortunate Oversight.
Rev. Canon Tucker, rector of St. 

Paul’s Cathedral, stated that the non- 
observance of the King’s birthday by 
the church was, in his opinion, an over­
sight. and an unfortunate one. While 
it was true that the King had asked 
that no celebrations should be held he 
thought a religious service would have 
been appropriate, especially at this 
time. He believed more prayer was 
needed, and this would have been a 
good occasion for a service of praise.
