MRS. MARSHALL’S DEATH4-o
. Detroit, Mich., Dec. 27—Speeding 

through a dense fog at 40 miles an 
hour, Grand Trunk passenger train 
No. 6, which left Port Huron shortly 
before 7 o'clock tonight for this city, 
collided head-on wljh a double-header 
freight train one mile north of Lenox, 
Mich.

Five trainmen met death, four be­
ing killed Instantly, the fifth dying 
three hours later. All of the passen­
gers escaped injury except a baby, 
who was only slightly hurt by being 
thrown out of its mother’s arms and 
over a seat when the trains crashed.

Stocks throughout the mountain mills 

gradually filled up their yards, and by 
the month of October a general shut­
down went into effect with a stock ot 
about 200,000,000 feet on hand.

On the coast conditions were to a 
very considerable extent relieved by the 
very active local demand. Mills In and 
around Vancouver all did a much larger 
business locally than ever before. The 
favorable weather conditions which ex­
tended almost Into December kept build­
ing operations going and the demand for 
material continued with comparatively 
little abatement and very greatly aided 
In relieving the situation for local mills. 
In spite of this, however, the accumu­
lation of large stocks was Inevitable, 
and although they ran practically to the 
close of the year, shutting down for re­
pairs as is usual In the winter months, 
large stocks and fuir yàrds are the gen­
eral rule. *

The outlook for the ensuing season 
may briefly be summarized as follows: 
Emptying and empty lumber yards 
throughout the prairie provinces point 
clearly to a demand for lumber In the 
near future. The financial tightness 
will force dealers to. buy only what they 
cannot get along without, or as nearly 
as may be. It may be assumed, there­
fore, that while a steady volume of 
trade may be anticipated, the demand 
will not be of the reckless nature which 
characterized so much ofr the ordering 
by lumber dealers in 1906.

At present the actual supply of 
shingles Is quite below normal both In 
the yards of the dealers and the manu­
facturers, and a brisk demand for these 
may be reasonably looked for In antici­
pation of building operations.

A summarizing of the results of the 
lumber industry for 1907 will In few 
cases bear out the anticipations enter­
tained at the opening of the year, but 
on the Other hand the lumber industry 
of this province has met the changed 
conditions with alacrity and courage, 
and is in every way ready for and hope­
ful of better things in 1908.

In 1889, 
the malady’s start was traced back 
through Europe to Asia, and finally 
located In Hongkong, China.

The 
prosecutor limited himself to simply 
summing up the Illegal nature of the 
manifeste and the grave consequences 
which might have ensued had the 
people heeded its appeal.

The defense made its strong point 
on technicalities, holding that 
crime, if any, had been committed 
outside the country and that the ’gov­
ernment Hdd failed to establish the 
Individual responsibility of the defend­
ants.
