. THB DOCTORS’ REPORT.

WasHINGTON, July 10.—The following
was sent by the surgeons in chérge to the
~sonsulting surgeons to-day: * Such slight
changes as have taken place in the presi-
dent’s condition since our . telegram lof
yesterday are of a favorable® c aracter.
About 7 p.m. his bowels were freelpmoveﬂ.
Shortly afterwards he received “a_hypo-
dermic injection of a quarter of a grain of
ynorpbia. He slept more naturally duriog
the night than he has done since he was
hurt, and this morning he is comfortable,
takes nourishment well, and appeirs on the
whole better than hitherto. - During the
last twenty-four hours he has taken alto-
gether fourteen ounces of milk and one
ounce of rum. This-morningat 10:30 he
again received ten grains of bisulphate of
quinia. Both yesterday and the day before
the wound was drezsed antiseptically twice
during twenty-four hours. This morning it

yesterday, but its appearance is healthy.
_ZFHE_OFFICIAL BULLETINS.

WasgENgiroN, July 9, 8:30 a. m.—The
president passed a tran uil night, and this
morning expresses bimself as Tfeeling quite
comfortable. 'Fhe general progress of his
case is regarded as quite satisfactory.

pulse 102 ; respiration 22.

7 p. m.—The presideny’s symptoms con-
tinue to ~make favorable progress. FPulse
108 ; temperature 101.93 respiration 24.
No f{urther official bulletins_ will be issued
until to-morrow morring.

11.15 p.m.—unofflcial —The president is
sleeping quietly. All his symptors are
favourable, and the doctors are preparing
for a night’s rest themselves. Dr. Bliss
says : * We are entirely satisfied with the
manner in which maiters-are going.”

July 11, 1.30 a.m. —unoffic;al—The presi-
dent’s favorable condition continues.

Dr. Dliss says: We have been ex-
tremely careful in making up the bulletins.
Our siatements 1ezarding his condition
and sympfoms have been carefully weighed,
and instead of making them rose-colored,
we: have siatel the case with as nearly as
possible precise accuracy.

THE PRESIDENT'S SYMPTOMS.

July 10, 8 a.m.—The president passed a
very comfortable n‘zht, having slept from
8:30 till 11:30 p.m.,-and again almost con-
tinuousiy from miduight till 5 a.m. He
expressed himsel! as feeling much better
this morning.

Dr. Bognton yesterday stated that the
president does not enjoy natural sleep. He
is under the influence of opiates all the time,

*| but is getting on very nicely. The crisis of

the case may not be revealed for two weeks.
The inflammation, which is now confined to
the course of the wovad, is liable at any
time to become general. The doctor, how-
ever, spoke hopefu'ly of the present condi-
tion of the president.

The president continues to take chicken
broth occasionally with good resulis. He
suffers no internal pain from the, wound,
but experiences considerable soreness of
muscles, No one excepting Mrs. Garfield
and theattendantshave been admitted to the
sick chamber to-day, it being the desire to
keep the president perfectly quiet.

General Swain thinks that with to-day
the greater part of the danger will pass,
and unless something unfavorable occurs,
of which there is at present no indication,
the president will gradually improve and
his ultimate recovery-be merely a question
of time. * Recovery will necessarily be
slow and tedious ; but in my opinion he is
now on the sunny side of life again.” 4

Dr. Bliss, with considerable heat, yester-
day declared that the suggestion that the
doetors made a wrong diagnosis of the
president’s case Was nonsense. He denied
that the doctors have been trying to make
the case appear worse than it 1s, and reiter-
ated the opinion that the ball entered the
liver. Dr. Bliss said oné evidence that the
ball penetrated the liver was the red
venous bloed which flowed from the wound,
and which came from the liver.

NeEw YoRrk, July 10.—The theory of
Prof. Weisse, that -the = bullet touched
neither the president’s peritoneum ‘mor his
liver, and is now .resting on the sacral
pleus, meets with considerable favor from
physicians. -

The Sun’s Washington special .says the
president is a very sick man, and Dr. Wales
believes his chances of regovery are less
than ever.

OPINTONS OF ENGLISH MEDICAL MEN.

Loxpoy, July 10.-=Eminent suxgeons
Here at first were inclined to despair of the
recovery of the president, but now they
say that recognizing the skilfolness of
treatment, they share in the hopefulness
prevailing at Washington. Entire approval
is expressed of the courseof the physicians
in refraining from probing for the bullet,
allowing the patient to get rest.

Paris, July 9.—The affairs of 'Algeria
and Tunis were considered at a council of
ministers to-day.. Additional forces are
{0 be sent to Tunis and ‘will occupy Sfax,
Gabes and Djerba. The ironclad squadron
at Toulon is to be held in readiness to leave
for the Gulf of Gabes at a moment's notice.

A gunboat opened fird on the 7th on an
open battery of eleven guns on the ‘beach
at Sfax. The insurgents returned the fire
ineflectually.  Ironclads bombarded the
town and port on the 8th. 15,009 inur-
gents occupy the environs of Sfax. Natural
obstacles render the approach to the place
difficul;,  Reinforcements are awaited
beferea landing is attempted.

Advices from Oran indicate that the in-
surrection is gaining strength. Chiei Bou
Amenia is at the head of a numerous force,
with a - large train of snpplies. Three
columns of French are oper ting against
him. The French minister at Tunis has
advised the governmentto prepare for a
prolonged occujlation of Sfax and Gabes,
and probably also the island of Djerba.
These points will dominate Kerouan and
guard the frontier of Tripoli.

CONSTANTINOPLE, July 9.—Two bat-
talions of Turkish iroops bave been routed
by insurgents near Mecca. It is stated that
250 Turks were killed.
