It has been our policy to encourage
giving to such patriotic bodies as the
Red Cross Society, Belgian Relief
IF'und, and other similar associations,
oven sometimes, at the expense of the
Patriotic Fund. We confess frankly,
however, that we have never been in
sympathy with the machine gun move-
ment, partly hecause of the reasons
outlined above, and partly because the
equipment of our troops is so obviously
the duty of the Government.

In any event,
whatever may be the response te other
services, the Patriotic Fund should be
supporled v ith continuous liberality.”
TOO MUCH POLITICS

There is probably more truth than
poetry in Premier Clark’s statement
that there is too much politics in the
public life of this province. There is

our public life, that many

of it, and ,in this way the community
is robbed of the services of many able
citizens. No matter how honest or
well meaning a man may be, and no
matter how faithfully he may have
carried out his public duties, there are
cldom wanting some individuals who
have . nothing but abuse for all his
efforts. There are of course some
men who go into public life deliberate-
ly for what there is in it for their
own perscnal advantage, but as long
the pursuit of this advantage does
not conflict With the proper perform-
ance (f their public duties, no harm is
done. But the difficulty of serving
two masters is as great today as it
was 2000 years ago, and if it happens
«hat & man does not want anything
for. himse¢if, he usually has a host of
frionds who want something, and then
{ne game begins.

A man who gives his time and ser-
vices for the public benefit is entitled
to expect better treatment than to
have his motives impugned by every
one who does not see eye to eye with
him: There are very few matters in
‘ which there i§ not room for two opin-
i.ns, and the public man who is able
to steer an independent course has
every reason to congratulate himself.
