MILLIONS IN THE CATTLE TRADR.

Enormous Wealth resented at the
Cattlemen’s Convention.

®r Lovis, Nov. 18.—An idea of the en-
ormous wealth represented by the dele-
gates to the cattlemen’s convention, may
be gained from'a referénce to a part of the
companies and associations that have sent
delegates, the statement being obtained
from officers of the various companies.
The largest and richest association in the
country, perhaps, is the Texas Live Stock

association of Texas, which extends nearly
all over the state, and embraces in its
membership a large number of the mem-
bers of fourteen of what are known as dis-
trict associations, William Lambert,
the secretary, says the association
owns 1,000, head of cattle, the
same number of sheep, 350,000 head of
horses, and & ‘moderate estimate of their
value would be $45,000,000. The delegates
of this association wear a blue silk badge
attached to the coat, with a large, five-
pointed, solid gold star, under. which is
artistically wrought a silver cow weighing
about two ounces. The largest of the dis-
trict organigations in the state is the
Southern Texas Live Stock association,
which owns 420,000 head of cattle, 4000
horses, and a large number of sheep, all
valued at over $9,000,000. They also have
4,650,000 acres of land valued at $11,625,-
000, making their entire property worth
about $21,000,000. Other large district
associations in Texas are the Northwest
Texas Cattle-Raisers’ association of Col-
orado, and the Brazos Cattlemen’s aasocia-
tion, the Pan-Handle Live-Stock associa-
tion, the Colorado and the Concho Stock
association, all of which own immense
herds and send large delegations to the
convention. From New Mexico seven as-
sociations are represented, the largest of
which is the Northern New Mexico Cattle
Growers’ association, whose range prac-
tically covers Colfax, Mora aud San
Miguel counties and embraces 15,000,000
acres of land on which 800,000 cattle graze,
besides a large number of horses.  The
other associations of New Mexioo are the
Agra Caliente, with 240,000 cattle and a
capital of $2,500,000; the Wagon Mound

iation, with 170,000 cattle and a capital

wmorth, In the south the states of Louisi-
ana, Mississippi, Alabama, Georgia and
South Carolina have an aggregate of
forty-eight electoral votes, They have
2,800,000 white people and over 8,000,000
colored, In the north the states of:Wis-
consin, Minnesota, Iowa, Kansas and Cali-
fornia have likewise an aggregate of forty-
eight electoral votes and they have a white
population of 5,600,000. These northérn
states have practically no colored popula-
tion. It is therefore evident that- the
white men in those southern states by
usurping and absorbing the rights of the
colored men are exerting just double the
political power of the white men in the
northern states, Such a condition of affairs
is extraordinarily unjust and derogatory to
the manhood of the north.

So completely have the colored men in
the south been deprived by the democratic
party of their constitutional and legal
rights as citizens that they regard the ad-
vent of that party to national power as
the signal of their re enslavement, and are
affrighted because they think all legal pro-
tection for them is gone. Few persons in
the north realizs how completely the chiets
of the rebellion wield the political power
which trinmphed in the late election. It is
s portentions fact that the democratic
senators who come from the states of the
late confederacy without a single excep-
tion personally participated in the rebellion
against the national government. It is a
still more significant fact that in those
states no man who was loyal to the union,
no matter how strong a democrat he may
be, to-day hae the slightest chance of po-
litical promotion. The one great avenue
to honor in that section is a record of
zealous serviee in war against the govern-
ment. It is certainly an astounding fact
that the section in which friendship for the
union in the day of its trial and ;agony is
still a politicsl disqualification should be
called now to rule over the union,

I have spoken of the south as placed by
the late election in possession of the gov-
ernment and I 'mean all that my words im-
ply. The south furnished nearly three-
fourths of the electoral votes that defeated
the republican party and they will step to
the command of democracy as unchallenged
and unrestrained as they held the same

: g‘osition'for thirty years before the war,

he contest just closed utterly dwarfs the
fortunes and fate of candidates whether
successful or unsuccessful. Purposely, 1
may say instinctively, I have discussed the
issues and consequences of that contest
without reference to my own defeat, with-
out the remotest reference to the gentleman
who is elevated to the presidency. To-
wards him personally I have ao cause for
ill-will and it is with cordiality I express
the wish that his official career may prove
gratifying to himself and beneficial to the
country, and that his administration may

A FORGER FAR FROM HOME.

Robert McPhun Arrested at Louisville
For Crime Committied at Calcutia.
Loumsvizs, Nov. 18.—Robert §Bryce
McPhun, a young Scotchman, said to be
of noble birth, who was arrested here on
an extradition warrant by Sergt. Webb of
the Calcutta (India) police, is charged
with forgeries to the extent of $200,000.
McPhun went to India  several
years ago with a large amount of
money, and became a general brokec and
gpeculator st Bombay, aud afterwards at
Calcutta, He lived a very fast and ex
wravagant lite, and was soon looked upon
as a social nab He entertained the
prince of Wales'on his Indian tour. and
was in close social relations with Vice-
roy Lytton. At Calcutta he con-
ducted his banking business with the
Bengal bank. The superintendent of the
savings department branch is George Dick-
son, son of & former wealthy tea merchant
of thiscity. McPhun forged certificates o!
shares in the Hatta tea company and other
corporations to the extent of about £25 000,
These he disposed of to the Bengal bank iu
some manner, realizing about £15 000
Much of this, it is said, be squandered, but
eighteen months ago he fled from Calcutta
to America with what remained, and
finally arrived in Colorado, where he lost
all he had in mining speculation, Then
he made his way to Louisville, where
under the name of Robert Bryce, he has
lived for the past ten months. McPhun
was educated at Edinburg university,
and possessed a fine address and
genial manners. Here he was indus-
trious and energetic, and was getting on
his feet, when last summer a brother of
Superintendent Dickson, of the Bengal
bank, employed in Calcutta, while on a
visit here met Bryce face to face on the
street and recognized him. Bryce denied
the identity, bat finally confessed and
made an assignment of property in India.
This proved to he bogus, and on the ar-
rival of Sergt. Webb from India he was ar-
rested. The revelations fell like a thun-
derclap on McPhun's acquaintances, who
were amongst the capitalists and bankers.
Bryce and a Canadian were fitting up a
snug house on Fourth avenue, the most
fashionable street of the city, when the
revelations put an end to their project.

PUGILISTS 1IN PRISON,

ARREST OF SULLIVAN AND GREEN-
FIELD AT NEW YORK,

e

They Fight Two Rounds—The Briton
Does Some Good Work, but Jopmn L
Declared Wiuner, \

New Yorx, Nov. 18.—Owing to the
popular opinion that the- meeting between
Sullivan and Greenfield to-night would be
confined to a “‘scientific exhibition” with-
in the meaning of the law, an au-
dience of two thousand was all that
turned out to witness the meeting.
Sullivan stood 5 feet 10§ inches,  Green-
field 5 feet 10 inches, Sullivan weighed
198 pounds, Greenfield 170. The men
were not permitted to continue their
“friendly set-to” for any considerable
period, for Capt. Williams, who was of the

opinion that they were engaged in a fight,
stopped them in the middle of the second
round, arrested them and took them to the
station house,

In the first round, the Englishman with
a smile on his face danced up before Sulli-
van and circled about him. His joints
seemed tastened with hooks and eyes.
There was no evidence of fear in his eyes.
After sparring twenty seconds for an open-
ing the Briton led with his left but fell
short. Sullivan lunged for his opponeunt
but was prettily dodged. Greenfield came
back with asmile that seemed to quicken
Sullivan’s movements, Greenfield  did
some more fencing and then rapped Sullivan
on the cheek with his left.. In response
the Boston man made one of his rushes,
but @reenfield clinched him and avoided
punishment. Open work followed, coun-
ters passed, but there were no clean hits.
Then followed another clinch. Being
separated, the Briton led with his left, but
again went short. He pranced again,
when Sullivan made another rush, Again
the Englishman dodged, and time was
called.

In the second round both men cameup
on epringy pius. Greenfield sparred and
danced for an opening, found it, and les
go his right, which found Saullivan’s
face ' while the ~strength was on.
The  latter began to look wicked, but
while he was picking out a place to break
in the Briton’s anatomy in a friendly way,
the foreigner foreatalled him and tapped
him on the forehead with his right hand
pillow. Sullivan was strong, and rushed
Greenfield to the ropes, and some quick in-
fighting followed. Greenfield again
clinched, and was warned by the refe ree
to stop such tactics. The crowd was on
its feet and opened up a roar. Sullivan
went for his antagonist. He slapped the
Englishman’s face and made him glare wild-
ly. Another clinch, another warning and
more shouting, Greenfield was made to feel
that his clinching was considered an evi-
dence of weakness and began to work his
hands like windmills. in a hurricane. Sul
livan had set his teeth. Both men were
about to show how *“friendly ” they could
he, Sullivan made a rush, Greenfield wet
it and the men bounded apart. They
sprang at each other again and the four
arms played to and fro. Greenfield’s head
banged ageinst & pest and & swingiog
round arm cut from Sullivan clipped the
skin from Greenfield’s forchead near the
ight temple. Bloond was on Sallivan’s
gloves and Capt. Williams as he espied the
sore rushed between the two men and
stopped the fight. Time of round two
minutes.

Each man went to his corner. C:ptain
Williams stepped to the ropes and ex-
changed words with Chief of Police Wal-
ling, who stood upon the steps, and then
as Sullivan and Greenfield were again ad
vancing from their respective corners
toward each other the captain stepped be-
rween them and arrested each, at the same
time pulling the glove from Greenfield’s
right hand. The master of ceremonies de-
lared the match in Sullivan’s favor and
the contestants were taken to the station
house. Sullivan wili receivs 63 *nd Green-
field 35 per cent. of the gate muney.

Dr. James Before the Hamilten Presby-
tery — Agriculiare as & Subjeet in
Schools.

Haxirox, Nov, 18.—Rev. Dr. James
stated his reasons for resigning the pastor-
ate ot Knox church at the presbytery
meeting as follows: Indifferent manage-

IN FAVOR OF FEDEKATION,

Sir John A. Ma domaid at the London

Conterence. -
Loxpox, Nov. 18.—The imperial federa-
tion conference resuned its session to-day.
A resolution was adopted for the formation
of a league, the object of which will be to
secure the permanent unity of the empire
without interfering with the existing
rights of local parliaments as regards local
affairs, so as to combine on an equitable
basis the resources of the empire, maintain
the cemmon interests and organize for the
defence of the common rights. The league
will use every means to attain this ohject
and will invite the support of all political
parties. Sir John Macdonald moved the
sppointment of a general committee. The
motion was suy ported by Wm. E. Forster,
Lords Rosebery, Dunraven, Normanby,
Shaftesbury, Tennyson and Monck, and
adopted.

LAND CONFERENCE AT LONDON,

Reduction of Rents Proposed—Encourag-
ing Tenants to Make Improvements.
Loxpox, Nov. 18.—A conference of land

owners and farmers was held in London
to-day. Resolutions were adopted declar-
ing that a substantial reduction of rent
was essential to meet the present agricul-
tural depression and enable tenants prop-
erly to cultivate the land ; that it was
necessary to encourage enterprise by giv-
ing complete security for the money ex-
pended by tenants on improvements and
by abolishing distress; that courts ot arbi-
tration be establithed in all counties to
settle disputes between landlords and ten-
ants, Several members of parliament par-
ticipated in the conferencs,

Not Much From Egypt.

Loxpox, Nov, 18.—Dongola advices
state that the rebels returned in great
force to Amderman, near Khartoum,
twenty days ago. Gordon sent two steam-
ers to shell them out, put the attempt was
unsuccessful. The rebels returned the fire
vigorously with Krupp cannon, and with
guch executien that a paddle of one of the
steamers was soon disabled. Both steam-
ers returned to Khartoum.

Paris, Nov. 18.—Le Paris holds that
England is responsible for the death of
Herben, the French consul at Khartoum,
and atks what indemnity England pro-
poses to give his family.

An Anawer to John Bright en Freetrade.
Loxpox, Nov. 18,—Lord Dunraven pub
lishes a reply to the letter of John Bright
in which Dunraven states that in contra-
distinction to the statements of Bright
that wages have risen more in America
than in England, that American workmen
are much better off, and that tens of thous-
ands of English artificers are thus attracted
to America. Dunraven also states that the
trade of Russia, France and America dur-
ing the last seven years has been rapidly
extended while the trade in England has

been declining.

CHABMED BY THE CAPTAIN

4 SALVATIONIST ELOPES WITH 4
FAIR OFFICER.

Caleb Butt Deserts Fis Wife and Cnild—
Feod for the Gessips—Rulned by the
Salyation Army.

Another elopement scandal has come to
lightin the westend. The principals in the
affair are two members of the Lippincott
street branch of the salvation army, the
male partner being a private in the ranks
and his beloved no less a personage than
the captein of the division.

Two or three weeks ago a good-looking

young woman named Fisher, aged about

30, landed in the city direct from the Em-

erald Isle. She was a prominent member

of the salvationists, with piety and zeal
for the cause apparently at fever heat, and
was promptly -elevated to an important
position. Captain Fisher had hardly en-
tered on the duties of her offize in the
Lippincott street branch when her per-
sonal charms began ‘to operate om Caleb
Butt, & young brickmaker, residing at 191
Lippincott street, who joined the army at
the beginning of the year. Notwithstand-
ing the fact that Butt has a wife and child
to claim his affections, he fell desperately in
love with the fair enchantress, and last
week an elopement scheme was cub and
dried between them. Mra. Butt was
forced to look on, as the demonstrations of
affectation increased and all her remon-
strances were met by her husband with
storms of abuse, Oa Saturday morping

‘the plot culminated in the pair decamping

for parts unknown,

The news of the affair has given quite a
shock to the neighborhood. The deserted
wife who is left with a helpless infant to
battle with the rigors of winter and hard
times, is inconsolable with grief. The
child s ill and a_few days ago its life was
despaired of. Yesterday evening Butt
suddenly turned up in the neighbor-
hood and entering his house with
curses and threats demanded money
from his' wife to pay for the pas-
sage of himself and his fair captain to the
gsouthern states, This the poor woman
was unable to do whereupon, according to
Mrs. Butt’s statement, the ruffian swore he
would smash all the furniture in the house
if she did not raise $30 for him. Terrified
at his deperate menaces she appealed to
her parents, who are respectable residents
in the neighborhood, to give him what he
wanted and let him go as she was afraid ot
her life. The money was obtained and
Butt skipped the second time as ruddexly

THE FEDERAL'S MEETING.

THE CAPI1AL OF THE B ANK TO BE
REDUCED TO $1,850,000.

Half a Mi'lion Lost By The Little Ma-
chine—Mr. Yarker Uses the Pruning
Knife Freely—What Wiil be Done To-
merrew.

At the mesting of the shareholders of

the Federal bank, to be held to morrow,

the main proposition to be laid before them
will be that the directors be empowered to
make application at the next sitting of
parliam=nt to reduce the nomioal vslue of
the shares held by the public by 50 per
cent. Tais will affect an amount of the
share capital ¢qaal to $2 500.000, and re-
duce the actusl capital to $1,250,000. The
difference between the amouot of the pres-
ent nominal capital of $3,000,000 and that
ahove referred to as held by the public,
viz , $500,000, is now held or taken by the
bank in respect to loans made to the Com-
mercial Loan company; and by cancelling
these shares altogether, the bank while
not parting with any clsims it may bave
against the loan compiny (as all its
assets have been given over to the
bank), would wipe out all liability
attached te those shares in respect to par-
ticipating in future dividends that may
accrue or to any portion of the assets over
liabilities. There are doubtless many
assets of the bank, as for instance in Win-
nipeg, which it would be unsate to treat as
existing capital, and yet may some day
come in, If they do the shareho!ders will
get the benefit—if they dou’t they have
been properly left out of the calculation,
as they can not be used at present for any
purpose, and are therefore not available
bank assets. If any considerable amount
is got in from this source bonus shares
could be issued under the banking act to
the shareholders, thus restoring the sums
recovered to capital account; and this
would probably be the wisest course to
adopt. It would certainly be wiser to do
this than to have it incinded as capital
when it is utterly unavailable for working
purposes. This need not interfere with the
formation of a reasonable reserve or makin

proper provision to secure the payment of

an early dividend which no doubt has been
done. What the public is most interested
in is the putting of the bank on a solid
basis, and it this is accomplished the best
interests of the shareholders will be secured.

It probably may be said in speaking of

the la' ge reduction that it is necessary,

owing to the lossés and lock ups, for the
purpore «f attracting good customers and
nuilding up business agaia on a perfectly

«afe and sure foundation; and although

Mr. Yarker may have been inclioed to

auder-estimate the assets, y-t it is clear

rhat the mterests of the board lay in the
sther direction, and consequently between
the two it is highly probsble that the
figures arrived at are not & great way out,

So far as the affairs of the Commercal

Loan company is concerned, the directors

t the bank will probably take the position

hat they are in no way re-p owible tor its

formation, a¢ is supposed, though as they
slaim erroneon-ly, sithough one of them is

+ shars holder f.r & small sm junt, in respevt
