It 
has altogether 39 plates, 11 more than the 
edition of 1884, and every plate is prepared 
with skill and exactness. The wards are 
shown by separate plates, all important 
buildings are clearly designated and in many 
instances the names of the owners of private 
residences are inserted. Special features in- 

; . elude the showing of the city in four Mo­
tions, complete maps of the thirtv suburban 
towns, villages and localities and a drawing 

1 of the Island showing the location of every 
building on it. The plans registered 
at the registry offices' are also given 
up to the middle of March. This 

will be found of great service to 
men and to real estate men es­

pecially, dealing, as it does, so comprehen­
sively with the city and suburbs The new 
edition not only shows the progress Mr. Goad 
has made as a map compiler, out it exhibits 
in the mast striking way the advance the city 
has made in six-short years. It Is difficult to 
credit the accuracy of the former map when 
Whole districts, then shown as outside vacant 
property, are now presented as some of the 
most valuable parte of the city, studded with 
fine buildings and possessing all modern city 
improvement . The district north of Bloor- 
Street; weto, parttcuhu-ly, has shown great REBULATES 
advancement The change that has come 
over West Toronto Junction, too, forms an TUC 
interesting study.
