In some unexplained manuer he fell down
an open hatchway into the cellar of
No. '180 Willis-avenue, next door, and
was instantly killed.

WRECKKU BY A WRECKING TRAIN,
A Telegraph Operator's Blunder Causes
One Death and Many Injuries.

Altoona, Pa., Dec. 25.—The first sec-
tion of the fast Philadelphia express on
the Pennsylvania railroad crashed into
the rear end of an Altoona wrecking
train at the lower end of the railroad
yard, two miles east ofethis city, last
night. The wre¢k was caused by thq tele-
graph operator leaving two trains on the
same block. No person on the passenger
train was injured. The passenger eungine
telescoped the eabin car, which demol-
ished the tool car. James Dunn of ' this
city, aged 45 and married, who was
gitting on a berth seat of the cabin,
was struck by the engine and instantly
killed. Many others are badly, but not
fatally injured.

Smash-up on the Big Four.

Lafayette, Ind., Dec. 25.—Two freight
trains collided at 3 o’clock this morn-
ing on the Big Four road about three
miles southeast of here. Both engines
were demolished. Engineer Elijah Camp-
pell was killed and buried under the
wreck of his engine.

Conjecture as to How France Obtained
Evidence to Convict.

Reuben Miles, a Horse Trainer Mnown as
“RBig Rube,” Killed in a Barroom at
Alexander Island-His Murderer Gives
Himself up and Claims to Have Shot
in Self Defence.

Waghington, Dec. 25. — Shortly after
the rages at Alexander Island were over
yepterday, Reuben Miles of Canada, ¢om-
monly known as “Big Rube,” was shot
and killed by Thomas Craven. The shoot-
ing took place in the saloon at Jackson
City, just below the race track.

Both parties were friends, and began
skylarking while drinking. During the
scuffle Craven was knacked down. He
quickly regained his feet and ran be-
hind the bar, where he procured a re-
volver. Taking aim, he fired, the ball
breast. The
wonnd proved mortal, Miles dying while
being taken in a carriage to a hospital.
The dead man was trainer for J. J.
Ryan, owner of Jim Lamb, who was re-
cently ruled off for crooked@ work, in at-
tempting to blackmail Judge McMahon,
owner of the horse Ponce de Leon, who
won a selling race. Craven held the
crowd at bay for nearly 10 minutes, and
ther slipped away by a rear door

This afternoon Craven gave himself up
to the police. He claims to have acted
in seli-defence, and his appearance sub-
stantiates this claim. He said he was
knocked down and kicked in the face and
chest by Miles, and he has a broken
noge to show for the rough treatment
he received. In addition to this his eye
i3 bMick and his face terribly rcarrad
and there i8 a footprint on his shirt
fromt

The body of Miles was to-day removed
to Alexandria, where the coromer will
hold an inquest. Miles was from Brant-
ford, Ont.

Shut Out of Denmark.

“ Denmark’s action in prohibiting the
importation of American live cattle and
. dressed beef is looked upon here @s a
,move dictated by sell-interest. Most of
jthe cattle killed at Hamburg are from
Denmark. All the eattle arriving from
Denmark must be slaughtered, and can-
not be transported jto the interior of
Germany alive. Denmark is evidently
hopeful that by excluding American live
‘cattle they may receive permission from
;the German authorities %o itransport
their livestock to the interior of Ger-
many. One of the directors of #the
Hamburg-American Packet Compéany
informs me that Rotterdam has also
prohibited the landing of American live
vattle at that port.

Hamburg Dealers Favor Canada.

* Hamburg dedllers in cattle and gcom.
missioners. in general are now (making
efforts to obtain permission to import
live cattle from Canada, there being no
Texas fever in the Northern States, but
they ‘doubt very much whether permission
will bBe granted.

“The American live cattle sold at
Hamburg were of first-clags quality, and
gave excellent satisfaction, with the ex.
ception/ of 82 bulls, 16 of which were
condemned there by creating all this
commercial disturbance. The other ani-
fals were principally‘ shorthorns, and
far superior to anly European beef cattle
killed at Hamburg, and if the exporfa.
tion of live cattle is again allowed spe-
cial care should be taken to export the
best quality omly %o Germany. The
dressed beef was also first gquality - in
every respect.

Even Dressed Meat Is Excluded.

“ Enquiring why the prohibition order
was made so sweeping ag to cover Ameri-
can dressed beef, which is inspected by
American veterinarians, I was informed
tath it was impossible for veterinarians
to ascertain whether ‘meadt is diseased or
not unless they can at least examine the
lungs of the animal the meat is from.”

THE NATIONAL GOLF ASSOCIATION,

Canadian afid United States Players Will
Compete for Annual
Championships.

All the clubs in the Dnited, States and
Camada. are to be merged into the new
golf association that was organized in
New York on Saturday night. It will
be known as the Natiomal Golf Associa-

tion. . 3 :

The governing body at the start will
be made up only of representatives from
the Tive oldest clubs, the planl followed
in England ‘when the numerous cll'lbs
were orgamized into a similar associa-
tion, :

It was stnted that the object was to
bring into one fold the clubs izf the
Unjted States, and also the Canadian or-
ganigations, particularly those located
at Toronto and Montreal, where some
very strong players reside, which will
give the association a wider scope than
that which controls lawn teunnis mat-
ters. The main purpose will be to fur-
ther the interests of the sport by the
adoption of uniform rules, the estab-
lishing of a circuit of club meetings
that will not conflict in dates and the
regulationi of the amateur and profes-
sionpal championships.

Asmﬂiemm(?mhs ol; September and Oc-
tober each produced a champion golf
player last season — William Lawrence
of the Newport club and J. P. Stod-
dard of the St. Andrew’s club—each of
whom holds a trophy typical of the
championship ‘'of 1894, the necessity of
a mnational association to govern the
sport is veny evident.
1Suggestiom;yon these matters had been
received in answers to circulars sent
out by H. O. Tallmadge and Lawre.nce
B, Curtis to all the zolf clubs. The hrqt
step was to form a permunent organi-
zation Jas the National Golf Association,
with the following oificers : Pregzident,
Theodore A, Havemeyer; vice-presxdentg,
Lawrence B. Curtis and Charles Blair
McDonald; secretary, H. O. T_allmadge,
and treasurer, Samuel L. Parrish.

The suggestions from the different
Zolf clubs and the country clubs which
have taken up the sport were then read,
which provoked a lively discussion. One
point debated wae the choice of the
grounds for the annual tournament. Golf
courses are very different, and there are
many advantages to one playing on his
home links. There was a division omn
the advisability of laying out a course
on some neutral ground, to be reserved
only for championship events, or to
play in turns at the links of the jclubg in
the league. The latter plan would bring
the players together in succeeding years
on Eastern, Western and Canadian
grounds, and in the long run would be
equal for all. ;

At present the professionals in ‘this
country are imported and salaried ‘in-
struptors at the different clubs. Their
standing is ‘depidedly mixed. _“11_1_1e
Campbell of the Bogton club and 'Will
Dunn of the Shinnecock club have each
beaten the other on newtral ground, but
Campbell is finapcially ahead, the purse
he won at Newport being the fJargest
of the season. W. F. Tucker of the New-
port club ranks mext to ‘this couple, and
fourth place is due to Samuel Tucker.of
the St. Andrew’s club. It was decided
by the National Association not to at-
tempt to regulate the standing of the
professionals, although ‘the individual
¢lubs will be free to offer purses for them
if they wish. The National Association
will, however, hold an annual open cham-
pionship to bring the best men together
under such conditions that the amateurs
will not lose their standing by compet-
ing with the professionals.

It was also decided to hold a tourna-
ment annually to settla the single and
foursome championships. The conditions
of the tournament ‘were finally left to
a committee made up of John Reid, St.
Andrew’s club; C. B. McDonald, Chicago
Club, and Gen. I. H»s Barber, Shinnecock
club, who will also draft the constitu-
tion and bylaws and the playing and
handicap rules and report at a future
meeting.

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HBEARTLESS SCOUNDREL EXTRADI-

Deceived a Young Girl and Then Forged
a Clergyman’s Name to a Marriage Cer-
tificate—Traced to Newark, N.J., and

Mr. Mathieson wenit
to Barnett and asked for it, and the lat-
ter said he had lost it, but would pro-
cure amother. In affew days he ‘pro-
duged one signed by Rev. George Waite,
:‘:}{:msby*teri‘an clergyman at Lancaster,
N. L,

Rev. Mr. Waite was communicated with
and the certificate proven to be a forged
one, apd Barnett: skipped %o the United
Stotes on July 17 last. A short time ago
Detactive Greer Jocated him at Green
Valley, N.J., whence he was traced to
Newark. ¢
'Tlm ektrafdition law of the State of
L\ew' Jersey is very loose. A foreign de-
tective ‘who arrests a man
without .legal process, even though
the prisoner is willing to
return and stand his trial, is liable to
$50C fine and three months’ imprison-
ment. Extradition papers can only be
issued by the Goverpor, and the latter
official ~was absent when the Ontario
detective reached Newark. By taectful
measures, however, and the kindly as-
sistance of Public Prosecutor Hopper,
who agreed to square things with the
G(_)vernor, Mr. Greer got his man away
without proceedings. The Ontario Gov-
aromient was thus saved costs for pro-
ceedings, that would probably have
reached $500.
