movement though then begun had obtained 
no momentum of any value, but at the be­
ginning of the latter half of the century & 
manifest change became noticeable both in 
the people and the surroundings of the 
corner. More thrift and greater temper­
ance prevailed. The little store gave place 
to one of much greater size. Mr. William 
Alexander Fowler, a young man of good 
business ability, a native of Bridgetown, 
commenced business there in 1848, and" 
soon built up a fine trade. A few years 
earlier Thomas C. Wheelock bought pro­
perty in the embryo village, and became 
one of its founders. Others devoted to 
mechanical trades soon numbered them­
selves among the inhabitants, and every­
body began to look Forward to the building 
up of a considerable towu. A public meet­
ing was called for the purpose of choosing 
a name for it, and it is said the late Rev. 
James Robertson, L.L.D., then rector of 
the parish, suggested the name which was 
adopted and which it now bears. The 
reason assigned for its adoption was, we 
believe, that it was nearly the midway 
point between Annapolis Royal and Kent- 
ville. At this time a new and commodious 
hotel was erected and other buildings 
strncted, and a period of considerable 
growth ensued on the completion of the W. 
& A. Railway, which has continued down 
to the present hour. In fact, taken alto­
gether, the rise of Middleton has been 
more rapid and more substantial than 
many other of our towns in the county. 
We paid & visit to it a few days ago, after 
an absence of a few months only, and we 
were struck with the evidences of progress 
made in that short thne. A new and 
commodious school house, with accommo­
dation for several departments has been 
completed and is now occupied for educa­
tional purposes. Doctor S. N. Miller has 
under construction a large and handsome 
drug store and offices.
