ccived him ; bat he (eemed to leave us with regret ; he lifted
up both his hands, and turned his eyes towards the ifland, and
began to pray with great violence, utterinig thefe words, Odor-
roga | Odorroga! there was difficulty to prevail on him to get
into his canoe ; and he gave us to underftand that he withed to
be left in our fhip, and to be difembarked afterwards at his

ifland. - It sppeared that in making thefe exclamations he was .

imploring his god, for we obferved many idols placed on the
coaft. "We remained in the. road all night, and next day, [8th

" April] at day-break, we entered to the S E into a gulph to

anchor these *. Many thoufand of thefe iflanders came thither;
fome brought ue fowls, with plenty of roots, others remained
on the thore, running to and fro, from one place to another,
like wild beafts. They alfo came in crowds to fee our thips
Rrearer, furprifed at the novelty of the fight, or defirous to

| “know what we came for. They alfo lighted fires at the feet

of their idols, to make offerings there and to implore them.
*« We could not get athore this day. Next day, [gth April]

in the morning early, we obferved that they were proftrated -

with their faces towards the fun-rifing, and that they had
lighted many fires, obvioully intended as’morning burnt-offer-
ings to their idols. We immediately prepared every thing for

landing s but before we did fo, the Indian who had been

aboard two days before, came a fecond time, accompanied with
feveral others, and brought us plenty of fowls and roots,
dreffed and prepared according to their manner. -

« There was amongft them one man quite white 4 ; he wore
pendants in his ears, whiteand round, of the fize of one’s fit;
