It is the Bewble and Frayer Dook Society ol the Church
of England, and distributed during the past year 604,378 of
these books or portions in more than seventy-five uinguages.

It is a Chureh of Kngland Tract and Pure Literature
Society circulating works by able writers, on science, history,
and gencral literature, as well asa great variety of moral and
devotional reading. Its publications on Christian Ividence
have been written to meet the free thought and sceptical
ideas of the present time, and it makes grants of Books tor
Lending Libraries and Tracts for soldiers and sailors and
others,

It is a Missionary Socicty. It assists in the mainten-
ance of Bishops and Clergy for the Colonial and Missionary
Dioceses by contributing to permanent Endowment Funds,
training candidates for Iloly Orders, and in preparing
Native Students for Mission work.

It is a Church and School and College Building Society,
for the Colonialand Missionary Diocese. It has contributed
within the year £6,235 to the ercction of 01 buildings for
Chureh purposes in 36 Dioceses.

It is an Emigrants’ Spiritual Aid Society. Tt has
within the last five years set aside £6,000 for the spiritual
and moral welfare of Emigrants. The Society’s Chaplains
are in all the principal ports.  Chaplains and matrons ap-
puinted by it frequently accompany partics of emigrants to
the Colonics.

It is, in general, the ilandmaid of the Charch always
ready so for as its means allow to give avorable considera-
tion to all plans for promoting Christian knowledge through-
out the world, when commended to it by those in authority
in Church.

The total number of Bibles, Testaments, Prayer Books,
other Bound Books and Tracts, issued by the Socicty in
the year ending March 31st, 1886, was 9,687,980,
