THE TRANSFIGURATION.

Matt. 17 : 1-10.

Jesus is with His disciples in the neighborhood of
Caesarea Philippi.  He has led them into the quiet re-
tirement of this northern region for a purpose. He
is about to make known to them certain truths which
thev are slow to apprchend.  First of all He tells them
of His church and its foundation. *Thou are Peter and
on this rock T will build my church.” And as so many have
pointed out. the foundation referred to is evidently the great
confession made by Peter. Ii this impulsive disciple were
the foundation, he would prove an uncertain resting place.
