It has a population of about 150
and its business institutions number an even
dozen, exclusive of grain buyem, etc. The
principal business institutions are the three
general stores, carried on by W, M. Cushing,
A. McLeod and G. H. Rowswell. Some of the
largest stocks found in any. ot tlie general stores
of the province are to be seen in l‘flk’h‘om, and
the merchsats of the place are noted for their
enterprise and enthusiasm., Jos. Broadley does
the lumber trade of the district and also handles
implements, ete. There are two'licensed hotels
—the Cavanah House, T. D, Cavanoh; proprie.
tor, and the Grand Central, 0. R. Jones, Ppro-
prietor. The business men appear contented
and prosperous, and the latter is demonstrated
by. the buildings, which are ‘euperior.to what is
usually found in the small'towns of the weit, -

The country surrouriding Elkhorn is“in‘ex.

son about 40,000 bushels of “wheat have been
marketed, which, it is estimated, is not greatly
over one-half the amount which will come'in
this season.
