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INDIAY SUPERSTITIONS IN CANADA.

Tho Rev. Peter Jones, who made -the folloiving
speech at a late missionary meeting in Quebec,isa
native Indian aud a. preachier in tho Weslnyan Con-
nexion. e virited England some years ngo, and so
captivated an accomplished Lady of that polished land,
that ¢he came back with him as his wifew—

Tne Rev. Perun Jowrs moved the following Reso-

Myr. Joxes said that he felt glad in his heart to be
prescht. When ha left Toronto to attend the great
council firo at Quebee, e did not expect the pleasure
of meeting with this assembly, nor did be expect to sce
the hon. Chairman occupying the position shich he
now did. Althougl: in old days ho had.scen-him oceu-
pying che same position.  I'his was the firs€visit to the
great city of Qaebee. Il bad often heard of ity he
liad often read of its capture by General Wolfe, and he
hadl thisday visited the monument to his memory. The
prosent meeting contemplated a. greater conquest. the
salvation of immortal souls. Mr. -Jones then proceed.
cd to give a brief sketch of his own life, and early con-
version to christianity. IIo also gavean ageonut afthe
different gods worshipped by the abgrigines of the
country There were three different Kings. The
first were general gods, such as sun, moon,, and stars
‘The second were the family gods, supposed to cure
| disoqses.  The third were the personal-Bids. *The
manner in which theso latter were oblained was as fol-
lows - —Indian youths of ten or twche years of age,
held lengthy fasts, during which time they blzckened
their faces, and whatever was presented to them m
their dreams, they adopted as their guds, of which
they made an image of wood, and warshipped. Ilv
stated thathe had himself had several bags full of per-
sonal gods. e alluded to the settlement of the coun-
tey by the white man, who came among 1he Indiane
for the purpuse of trade, &c., and deprived them of
their lands, andiintroduced among them the fice vater,
or as the Indian calls it, the skidawanbun. He relat-
cd an amusing anecduteto llustrate the love of 1he
Indian for ardent spirits, of a red man wheafter drink-
ing a small quantity, wished his throat had been two
wiles long that he mizht bave tasted st all the way
down. e spoke of the imiroduction of Chmstiamty
among the Indians, and of the benefical results of
missionary enterprise, relating a number of stnking
incidents, to prove their great edvantage both m a
temporal avd spiritual point of view. e related an
account of a late tour, niade by Limself to lake Supes-
ior, giving the number of sclbools, Indian Missions,
and the gencral improsement which had taken place
among the Indians, as the resuit of mussionary effurts
