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MR. CARROLL AND THE VOLUN-
TEERS.

The Trus WITNESS reporter on Sunday, called
upon Mr, P. Carroll, who, in anawer to enquiries
.gaid that the Witness of the 3rd instant contained a

. corcect representation of bis statements in the case.

From that paper we take the following,

Mg, CARROLL'S STATEMENT.

. #Last cvening between seven and eight two
yoluntcers were passing along Wellington street in
uniform and carrying their rifles, when a young and
active man, whom I do not know, came to the cor-
per of Grey Nnn street, and saying, “ I'll take the
two guns from the soldiers,” snatched them away
fcom the voluuteers, I immediately iaterfered and
had to take the guns from this man and give them
io the volunteeis again, One of the volunteers—
the younger—put his hand to his bayonet and was
making & dart at their assailant, when I rushed
over and threw it up from the man’s body, else he
would have been stabbed. A crowd had gathered
and I protected the volunteers from it, walking
with them and saw them safety into McGill street,
and told them I wonld see them safe to the armory
if necessary. The man who tock their arms did
not come out of my saloon. About two minutes
afterwards & body of volunteers came down the
gtreet, and if the row bad not been stopped before,
] am sure therc would have been serious blood-
hed.”

f In sddition to ihis Mr, Carroll wishes to dis-
tin-tly, and cmphatically deny the statement cir-
culated by certain partics to the eff:ct that the
man who made the attack came with others out
of Lis hotel. That Mr. Carroll is right will be seen
by the following statement made to our reporter
by a gentleman who was present, had overy means
of ascertaining the truth, and whose ccedibility is
undoubted. ¥is name is withheld at his own re-
quest, but should circumstances demand, he is
prepared to make affidavits as to the truth of the
following statement:

About balf past seven o’clock on Thursday even-
ing, Iwas standiog at the door of MMr. Carroll's
botel, on Wellington street, I had been there but
a ghort time when 1 noticed a crowd composed of

gitls, boys and men who had been evidently at-
tracted thither by loud and angry expressions used
by four or five rough looking men at the corner of
Grey Nun and Wellington streets. ‘I'wo of the
individuals in the crowd were on the point ef fight-
jog when they were separated by the other mem-
bers of the gang. When quiet had been restored
one of the would bo pugilists approached Mr.
Carrol]l, who was then standing at the door, and
asked him for syme liquor which Mr. Carroll re-
fused to give him. The crowd then moved away
from the building, and I started to go towards
McGill street, but had only got the North East
corner of Wellington and Grev Nun streets, when
Iheard Mr. Carroll's voice saying “ haldon; don't
do anything ragb. Oz turning round I saw a man
with two rifles belorging to the voluntcers. He
had onein cach hand, and retained them until Mr,
Catroll compelled him to hand tbem over to him.
Carroll then gave the volunteers their arms, and
escorted them rafely uotil they arrived in McGill
street, Policeman O'Reilly was pot on the scene
until after the occurrence, and consequently, was
was not in a position to make an official report of
the case snch as mentioned in some of the papers,
I wiah tn be distinetly understood (and I am pre-
pared tuv substadtiate these statements under oath)
that the report published in several of the journals
that the personsin the crowd which made the attack
upon the voluntenrscame out of Mr. Carroll’s hotel
i3 false and unfounded, and that neither Mr. Carroll
nor any one belonging to, or in any way conuected
with his establishment had anything whatever to do
with the assanlt in question. I furtherfecl satisfied
that Mr. Carroll’s action in protecting the volun-
teers was the means of averting what might other-
wise bave been a tragedy. With regard to the
singing by the volunteers, I would not be positive
in expreseing myself ag to the particular airs sung,
but I have frequently heard from BMr. Carroll's*
family, and other complaints owing to hostile de-
monstrations made by soms of the volunteers while
pussing his door.”

A respectable and most intelligent looking boy
who wag also present at the disturbance states that
no order to fix bayonets was- given to the volun-
tecrs just before arriving opposite Mr. Carroll's
door. He further avers that angry aud annoying
-demonstrations were wade by the volunteers, not
ouly on the occasion referred to, but also since, as
well ag before that dato.

In order to remove any suspicion of fear, affce-
tion or favor our reporter interviewed a Protestant
gentleman named Carry whose residence is No 37
Wellington street, only a short distance from the
scene of the trouble. In reply to the questions of
our representative, Mr, Curry stated that he knew
nothing whatever of the attack on the volunteers,
but he was at his own door later in the evening
when they were returning towards Point St
Charles, 'They were singlng at the time, and
though he did notknow exactly what the tune was,
ho remearked to some of the nelghbors that the
volunteers were npparently singing for the purpose:
°f_ giving annoyance or cauging trouhle, One
thing ho thovght strange and aleo made a remark
to that effect, that the volumteers fixed bayonets

FATHER STAFFORD'S SERMON.

Le Nowveaw Monde cannot believe that
Father Stafford made use of such language re-
garding the Trur WrrNEss and the Orange
riots as is reported. This is what it says in
yesterday's issue:

¢ Nevertheless, in the account of thesermon of
which we have spoken, there ara things which we
cannot approve, * * ¢ What analogy canthers
be found between the English penal laws against
the Irish, passed by a tyrannical majority, and the
Quebec statute framed against a secret goclety by a
parlisment in part Protestant? Is Father Stafford
the friend of a secret illegal society ? Ifso, he can-
not be a Catholic priest. It is very evident that ha
has spoken of a question of which he bas not »
correct knowledge; this hypothesis is the most
rcasonable. Father Stafford says to his flock, for
instance, that the Orangemen have the same right
to their demonatrations as the Catholics; but we
deny that the Orangemen, as a sccret society, havo
any such righti—they have no right to provoke our
citizens by resuacitating insulting memories of the
past.”

THE OKA DISTURBANCES.
We clip the following from the Herald of

yesterday :—

UThe fear that there can be now little doubt that
the destruction of tho Roman Catholic Church at
Oka was the result of incendiarism, and that the
incendiaries were the Indians, We have not
thought it ncccessary to give from day to day the
somewhat tedious repetitions of tho witncsses at
the inquiry into the cause of the fire ; but now that
the investigation i8 closed or neariy so, wocan have
little hesitation in arriving at theconclusion above
stated. Of course in saying this, we do mnct
in any way prejudge thc case as it must
be hereafter presented to a Criminal Court,
Cross-examination may put another face onm the
evidence from what it bears without that test being
applied to it; or, there may be evidence in rebuttal,
for which, of course, the time has not yet come.
But, taking the statements of the witnesses ag they
were made, with nothing so far to cast doubt, at all
cvants upon the truthfulness of the main story, it
loaves, we are sorry to say, liftle doubt that a des-
perate attempt was made to destroy the church and
the buildings of the mission. If so, however, it
must be confessed that the misguided men, who
were parties to this great crime, exhibited a dogree
of foolhardiness, which rarely accompanies acts of
criminality.”

The above admission seems to be very pain-
ful to the Mlerald. Defore the examinatien it,
in company with its contemporaries, attempted
to throw all the blame on the Seminary, and
indeed it yet hopes something will come out on
cross-cxamination which will modify the
present aspect of affairs,
