the |Dblessiogs of Heaven; ws asked
for 1ight, we asked dfor puority of heart,
and patriotic aspirations; and 1, for
one, trust that, in the few observations
T spall have to make durlng the courss of
this debate, my mind may be lnepirad with,
ard my heart moved by, patrlotic aspirations,
and that no word meay issué from my lips to
which the most fastidious, or those most in.
clined to take offence, mey take exception,
I lock opon this question as one of the most
riomentous that has yet appesred on the
tapis of Oanadian politics, becaunse If this
motion should be passed, if this bill shonld
become law, if {thls Hcuse I8 golog to sanc.
tion the Incorporation of the Orange Assacia-
tion, with its history from 1705 down to the
present day, not only in Ireland, but in this
countzy and all over the world whersver it
has existed, if we are golng to plant the
Qrange flsg upon the tuwer of this Dominion,
what will be the result upor immigration to
tilg country ? Wa have three willion four
hundred thousand square mlles of territory
but sparsely populated, and if you put this
weapon into the hands of the Amorican im.
migraticn agents, what Qatholic will come to
reslde in this coontry where these old
quarrels will ba revived; what Proteatant,
who 13 looking for a fulure home,
will come to this counfry where the old bat.
tles, quarrels, ond bitterness of 200 years past
will bo renewed and nuortured ? I trust, having
gald this much In the Interest of our
country generally—-nnd this i the strongert
expiession I am goleg to use in the whole
course ot my remarks—I may ba permitied
to say one word with regard to what le urged
with rsterence to this orzanization, that it
fs 8 Protestant Institution. I have the ad-
vantage of having been born and brought
up in the graat metropoliten clty of Montreal,
There Protestants and Catholles live side by
gide, There we have Protcstant charity and
Cathollo charity ; Protestant benevolence and
Catholic bensvolence wortking hand in hand.

Now, 8iz, I contend that the incorporation
of any soclety having for its objoct the ascen-
dency of one creed over anothsr, 13 in direct
violatlon of the Treaty of Parls, which guar-
entees perfect freedom of religlon to the
Catholic subjects of His Mnjssty of France
who were then transferred to His Majssty of
England, I eay that it is incompatible that
thers should be Protestant agcendemcy snd
Outhollo llberty ; and I coutend that to in-
corporate this assoclatlon would be a violu.
tion of the article laid down in the Treaty of
Oapitulation and tae Treaty of Paris that fol-
lowed 1t.

Sir, having disposed of thst branch of my
asrgument, I proceed to the gecond point,
which 1s: That such an Aot could not be
passed by this Parllament, evsn admitting
thsat the facorporation of such a socisty could
be bad nnder suthority of this Parllamert,
witbeut violating the laws of the Provinoe of
Quebec, where this institution is lllegal and
has been declored illegal by the highest tri-
bunal iz our Province. 1 have already re-
ferred brlefly to the cage of Grant vs. Beaudry.
In that case—and the evidence is all here
beforsa me—it wal eotablished that tnis
gocleiy, Inetead of belng a benevolent associ-
atlon, I8 a secret, oath-bound, politic religious
aszozlatlon, and 1 have the evidence before
me hoth of the platntiff and defendant, to
t}:lcl hon. members may refer, or hon. mem-
bess may procure & copy by applying etthar
to the SBupreme Ocurt of the Dominlon, or to
the Qourt of Qusen's Bench In the Provines
of Quaebeec. By chap. 10 of the Uon-
golldated Statutes of the Provipce of
Quebec, all sacret, oath-bound socleties are
declared illegal—ull confedersoiss and com-
binations that sre oath-beund, with one ex-
coption, which Is found In section 9. That
gection reads as follows i —

w And wherenas cerfain saclelies have long
besn accustomed to > holden in this Pro-
vince undar the denomtination of lodges of
Freemasons, the meetings whersof have bsen
in great meaenre directed to charitable pur.
poses; nolhing in thie Act shall extend to
the meetings of any such society or lodge
holdon the ssld denominstlon and in coa-
formity to the roles prevalling among tka
sald pocietics of Freemnasons, provided such
soclety or lodge has been congtituted by or
under the authority of warrants in that be-
halt granted by or derived from any Grand
Master ox Grand Lodge in the United King-
dom of Great Britain and Ireland.”

This was thoroughly undesstood by the Ma-
gonlo hody to extend only to such socleties
88 beld thelr charter from a Grand Master or
s Grand Lodge in the Uuniied Elngdom of
Great Britaln and Ireland. But this associs.

ganization 1t teok pariloular care, in order
to givaitlerality,to have this Statote amend-
ed by 29th Viot, chap. 46 of the Statutes of

DISAGREEMENT of the JURY.

Doy, April 1%.—In the trial of Carley
to-day, a servont girl of James Carey identi-
fisd Carley ss the man who friquently vialted
her employer's hones In company with other
‘“Lnvincibies.” Anothecr gitl swore that she

poured out upon him in the House of Com- |-8aw Curluy in the park on May 6th.

James Uarey's son swore thst he saw Lkis
father and Curley In the viokilty of the Oastle
on the day the murders wuie committed.

James Qarey, reos-ied,cestified that it was
originally. intended 1o lay cn Burke's body a
card besring the words # Executed by order of
tbe Invincibles,” Carey wrote the cerd, but
the ldoa was not carried out, and Curlsy after-
wards placed the card In the mail box of the
Dablin expresa.

Two constables who testified that they eaw
Ourley climbing over the park fance some-
what broke down oa examination; belng
asked {o indicate the epot on the map whare
the prigoner went over, they pointed to places
thres bundred med fifty yards spart. The
siatements of Smith acd Kavanagh also con-
flicted. Kavanagh alleged that Bmith told
him when they were In the Park that the
Ohlef Becretary was the object ot thelr mis-

slon. Smith sald he was ignorant of their
object. The oase for the Crown was then
closed.

Hopking, a piumber, sald he saw Ourley
standing outside s saloon at 6.45 on the
evonlog of May 6th. The barkesper of the
galoon swore tbat he sesved Corlay at 6
o'clook that evening.

Dusuin, Aprll 18, —In the Curley trial to-
day the Judge's charge was strongly agalnst
the reliabllity of the evidence to prove the
alibi. The Judge sald there could not be the
slightest doubt that the murders were per-
pstrated at the inatigation of the secret 2ocle-
tics with which the prisoner was iadisputably
connected.

The prisener boing assked if he had anye
thicg to eay why sentence shonid net bs pro.
nounced on him, replled that he had 1ot ex-
pected any mercy from the OCourt; it was
very unfortunsate that the Irish bench wes
never without a Norquay or Keough. Head-
mitted that he was a member of the “Invin-
cibles,” but declared he waa not In tho PLwnix
Park on the evening the murder was com.
mitted. e lovel his country and oould
suffer for her., He declared that ths witnesses
for the Orown perjured tkemselves. He also
snld he wad a fenian. As the oflicera were
taking the prisoner from the dook he shouted
uGod save Ireland.”

Curley was sentenoced to be hanged on May
18th.
