‘ The Archbiihop’s Reply.

Archbishop Ly~xcH said ;—Your Honor,
Most Reverend Prelates, and my aoble
guests : It isa very trite saying en such
an- occetion as this that words will
not suffice .ab-all adequately to express
one's fuelings. In this cass thoss words
are really true. I wonld be glad to coin my
idens into words'to give them to you and to
His Honor the Lientenant Governor, for hia
very kind speech in proposing this toast. If
I have done anything to rause up the peaple
of my adopted country, to increase brotherly
love nnd affection one for the other, if I have
done auything to advance the interests of
the country,’I hive followed the dictates,
not only of my own feelings, but of my
cobgcience. {Applause,) I thank His Honor
very much for his kind worda, I tuke only
n small porrion of the praise, because his
good feeliuga have translated many of my
commen doings into victues. I rejoice very
muech indeed at the gool kiudly feeling which
exists wmongast, I may aay, the elite of Tor-
onto, of all nationalitios and all creeds. We
ure here as hrothers vn this earth of curs, not
to harm one nuother, hut to lhoaar and rever-
ence and respect one another, and especially
to respect the vonscientious feelings of our
weighbiors.  (Applanse.) I return thanks
most heartily indeed to those mnst revereud
prelates who have come, some of them, more
than tweive hundrod miles to do honor tn
this occasion. But for the long-protracted
Council—a week more than wasexpected—we
would have had at least ten mors prelates
here, But, ns they had made appointments
in their nwn diocese, they conld not very well
pass them over. I have received expressions
of the kindeat fecling on the part of these very
revorend and right reveread prelates. I wish
then to proposs a health. It willbe averylarge
and cormplex ome indecd-—the health of nnr
gueats, cammencing with the Lisutenant-Guv
erane. While away [ oftes thought of him
anl kis most estimable lady.

Yon
know him hy reputation, aod I know that
you sre now coovinced that what public
opinion enys of him is true. Heiea born
orator. (Applsuse.) There is no true orator
who haa mot a large heart and cultivated
mind, both of which His Grace the Arch-
bishop of Philadelphia bas. We also buve
the semior Bishop eof thke United States
in $he poersenx of the Most Reverend
Dr. Leughlin, Bishop of Brookiyn. Wehuve
uleo otherd, 80 many that it would take too
loug te evem momtion their mames, but we
thank dhem very much for sheir condescen
sisu snd kindness in ceming to do bhomor to
this occasion. I fuel this honor, not per-
soually. Persesslly, I am mobody, but as
Archbishop of Teromto I am somebedy, avd,
tharefore, gewtlamen, the hooor of the pres-
esuce of shese prolutes is to you- fur more than
to me. I slso um glud to propoes the health
of many of my old friends aud pupils who,
after she lapse eof wbout thiry years,
coma to e Rouor to this occasion. I am
very happy to propose the heulth, or as axold
and very good tomst huw it, *'Our onble
selves.” I say rolle Lecause noble does not
vansist only in money, por, perhaps, in educa-
tien.

bishop. I kvew him ju Missonr, tite scenes
of his missionary labors, and huve marked lis
career ever since, ulways with the pgreatest
gratification aud pride in my old friewml of
thirty years ayo, The reception laat night,
the seene ot this banquet, and the muny kiud
things said Ly the Archbishop wnd by
the Lisutenant Goveranor, were all evidences
of the kind fcelings towards the visiting
bishops of the United States, nnd lead me to
fear that betwoen His Grave, though he is vot
w politician (loud laughter and appluure) and
between the Lieutenunt-Governor, ths Mayor,
and civic authorities there must be some hid-
ilen conspiracy ({laughter) to annex the
United States to (anada. {Loughter.)
You bhave already munexed the hearts of
the prelates of the Uaited N'at:3 to you
{npplause), and I trust thesa cordial
feslings will ever continue, and that aot only
in the Catholic Chureh, which 13 the same
everywhere, hut slso those friendlyv feelings
of which His Grace bas spoken, which are
shove political and national cong'd :rations ;
that t! esame cordialitv will ever exist, that
the sama two countries will progress together,
aud we will be ulways found with those
feelings of affection that are evidenced
here to-night. It is a defightful thing
to see an aspembly like this of wvarious
nationalities and various religious denomine-
tiuns bound togetber in the catholicity of
sociul imercourse.
