Loxvox, Oct. 1.—Sir Michasl Hicks-Beach,
gpeakiog at Salisbury yesterdny, said the
Government was attempting, in concert with
the powers, to circumacribo the area of the
existing Roumolian disorders, Referrivg to
the alarming increase of boycotting in
Iteland, he said the Government was prepar-
ing to deal with the evil with & strong
hund. He believed the 1rish people would
applaud the action of the Government in re-
gard to the mutter. He denounced Glad-
stone's manifeeto a3 misleading in its state-
ments concerning the occurrences of the past
und its promises for the future, He said the
reports of crime in Ireland were absurdly

Duzrrx, Sept, 26,-~The following is the
spirited rejoinder of United Ireland to Hon,
Mr. Chamberlain's cowardly threat to let
loose England’s thirty millions upen Ircland,
and to bis declaration thet Homs Rule, or
Legivlative Independeance, would * never” be
granted to the Irish people. The Irish
National organ writes :—

Can we hurt England? ln the sense of
smushiug ber army and navy, icdubitably No
Urder present couditions, the day on which
England can get ns ta draw out onr forces in
battle urray and pull a trigger, is our lust. It
is because she knows how impregoably she
srands intrenched behind her fortresses, iron-
clads and hundred-ton puns, that she issn
eager fur us to come on with oar tin pilinheads
and blackthorn sticks.  And it is becnnae wei
oourieh no illusiory npen the subject, bu:
know perfectly wel! that numbers, discipline
and bullets are averwhelimingly agninst us,
that we decline tn end the controversv on the
Fifteen Aeres and let Irivh disiffection sink
helplessly into & blondy grave, We know a
rrick worth ten of that. We cannot dghrs
Bagland in the open. We cannot keep her in
hot water. We cannot evict our Erulish
ruiers neck  and crop. We ean make
their rule mare izsupportable fur them
even than for us It mov be o more in-
glovious form of wartare then thut which
is celebrated to the stirring music of the
trumpet and the cannon ; but it is no fault
al ours if wo cannot organize Waterloos to
decide our quarrels. We were nioc mil-
tivns, end Eugland has bled us down to four.
Our young wen have fewer opportunities of
learning the uee of firearms than of studying
Chivese. A man may vory easily lose his
life in importing a rifle. He will a-suredly
lose hia liberty if he keep it auywhero that it
won’t rot. Taking up arms is one thing ;
haviog no arms to take up is quite snother,
and is our cage, I3 Mr. Chamberiain then
quile sufe, not to soy magnanimous, in brag-
ging that Hugland has swollen her own
populstion and depleted ours to the pnint at
which she can rovereignly snnp ber fingera at
our voorst ¥ We think his arithmetical mode
of reasoning dapgerous a8 well as heartless
We cxpect to find his cruel tanat as to the
helplesrness of four millions, us agsinst
thirty-fons, quated with jubilee in the organa
of the dynsmiters as a somplete vindieaticn
ot their recipe for making up for wunt of
unmbers by strength  of guo cotton
The dynamiters in England  probably
never numbered a score all told. Yet for
several years they kept millions of people on
nervous tenter-hooks every timme they heard a
bang ; nnd it took a legion of specin] poiice
to protect the Mivisters, lepisiators, palaces,
arsenals and monumenta of Enuzland from the
contenta uf their black bags, The fnvincibles
wero a band of just twenty-seven; yet who
cenpot recall with o shudder that they mur-
dered two of the principal covernonrs of the
country oppoeite the Lord Liesutcuant's win.
dows, attacked jurors and judges in crowded
streets, held a great city for months in a
wtate of chattering terror, and were only
Gonlly smashed be muse they failed to remem-
ber that refusing to open their lips in the
Castle Star Chamber only involved n week’s
imprisonmeut.  We recall these things, not
that wo do not shrink from ruch mad and
sangtinary conspiracies with at least as
wenuine horror as e, Chamberlain does, but
because Mr Chamherlain’s brate-majority ac-
gument, if pushed to extremitics, wonld bavendd
alt doubt preduce a crop of smilar ¢'ubs d &
enreges, which are disbanded at prescut, no:
ehrough teoror of the tope or the vigilinee of
the potice, but threnwsh a convictivn that the
Irish people ars ot in & mood for tolerating
them. The argument of numbers might in
that event he sardomcelly retorted ; for the
more: millions of peaple there were to be ter-
rerized, and the few er the terrorists, the more

rpvily  they  could  find  victims  to
practice upon, and  could eover up
their  own  tracks. Nor .are murder-

ons clubs of manisws or smelderingeivilvar by
any means the anly physical dizeomforis thut
wonld attend Kngish rule over a thoroughly
rxasperuted Ireland.

Word was  at  once
deepatehed to this city, and o train in charge
of Superintendent Vining at once hastened
to the scene, and the dead and wounded
were brought to this place. The work of
remaving the men from the debris was asorry
task. A mon alive and uninjured was tuken
from bepeath the bodies of two dead men,
Ten of the injured can hardly recover. Oae
of the mortally wonnded is John Eccles, of
Nova Scotia.
