‘ The Batialion of St. Patrick is, therefore for the
present, ‘disembodied’ —s sufficicnt number of ofli-
cers remaining to constitute o numerous stall when-
ever it may again be called into activity.

“As to its re-smbodiment, the time and circum-
stacces, a3 appears from what has been stated, de-
pend on those representing the Government of the
Holy See.  Meanwhile, as n nucleus for future reor-
ganization, a depot exists in Roie, where about thir-
ty meua and nen-commissioned officers have been al-
lowed to return, with the view of being increased
to a vuampany should the Pontifical Government de-
sire it.

¢ThLus, through the knowledge these men will
have acquired of the Italian language, and the
internal cconomy of the service, wiil be obviated in
advance every pretext for the introductivn of for-
eizaers to the future Battalion of St. Pacrick,

'I take this opportunity of esplaiming anvther
matter relative to the list of honourable distinctions
conferred by the Holy [Father Iately publisbed.

¢ At Spoleto, when I endeavoured, in my report,
which you have printed, to include the pames of
those who had most distinguished themselves, and
from being obliged to trust entirely to my own
memary, being separated from officers commanding
companies, I unavoidably omitted the pames of
some men who well deserved mention. The
Roman Governoment has, however, announced in
the Official Gazette that, in congequence of the diffi-
culty of ascertnining names, especially of toreigners,
the list published is only & partial oae; and [ have
been and am employed in endeavouring to have the
omissiozs with regard to the Irish repaired by ob-
taining corrcet returns from the varjous officers,
&c, which I hope to be able to forward to Rome, I
refrain for the present from publishing the names
of many who I have ascertained peculiarly distin-
guished themselves until I may hope the lists are
tolerably complete; but I caanot refrain from
mentioping Second Lieutenant Luther, whose fear-
less bravery and unremitting exertious, during the
defonce of Perugin wor for bhim the alfiction of his
men and the respect of his superiors.
