Buteven
this corrupted Christianity was not established
vachanged. On the contrary, it was worked in
with the hesthenism of the Astecs. Heatben
ceremonics still exist on the fionlier, ond, (as I
have been informed) into the very heart of Mexicn,
The people recrived Christianity as an improve-
ment npon their vld religion, and not as a pew and
superseding religion. The influcace of such a
mixture could not have been without great effect
jn forming the national character. It has fos-
tered the moet finwal kind of secvice to God.and
the most abject fervitude of the spirit: to maa. : .

The im-
migration that then began to pour into Texas,
did not belp to improve the penple, It was
mainly composed of refugees from justice in the
Ubited States, and who went to the republic of
Texas, because they would there be oot of the
reach of the laws of the United States. Texss
was then in a deplorable siate. It is true that
a coople of missionaries of our Church went oot
there, and succeeded ia eullecting con tions
in Houston snd Galvestun, and so planted the
sted of something better, Bat until after the war
of the United Siates and Mexico, Texas wmight
have been called an infidel couniry. Not that
there were no Chaistisns scactered here and there
throughoat the country, but that their influence,
as Christians, was Inspprecisble in the country,

Since the war with Mexico, bowever, there
bas been a mighty chauge going on. The pop.

nexation -of Texas to the Union, extended the

laws of the United . States over the ceuntry.
Protection of life and property being secured, |

the fertile praities s0d the genial climate drew
multntedes fromevery state in the Union, snd
from foreiga cruntries, who went out there to
till the soil and raise their flocks sod herds.
They were people of industry and epterprise,
8od they were people of character. Sucb peo-
ple, io sach nombers ss they came, soon gave
character to the state.

Qbfgl'e were ready to enter icto - Mexioo” T
merchants ia Brownaville. thes transported :all
the gods that were left: in their stores, ‘and in
the custom house at Point Isabel, into Matamo-
ras. They had bardly: dnne so before Carahajalf
and - bis forces appeared in front of fort Paredes

snd drove the garrison into Matamaras. They

then invesied the town, and for ten days we
heard the cannou and masketry booming and
rattling dey and night. On two different nights
the city of Matamoras wes set on fire. Part of
our mercbants’ gnods were used tn make barri-
cades in the streets. They were cut with can-
noo balls, and destroyed in diffvrent ways. The
rest were barned in the Castom house and in the
the private store-houses in which they had been
deposited. But the revolutionists were repalsed
snd driven over to our side of the river. The
goveroment troops then retnok Camergo, and
seised and confiscated the gnods that had been
imported there. Thus by conflagration and con-
fiscation our people lost their property.  One
geutleman’s loss was estimated at from sixty five
to seventy-five thousand dollars. Another’s at
forty thousand. And sl Jost Jarge soms. This
completely prostrated us. The ability to build
a chorch was gone. The rent of our little chap-

le even has become s heavy burden. And {et
the congregation bas been growing steadily.
At Brownaville, eighteen have been added 10 the

communion, At Point Isabel, fve have been
sdded, and lastly we have added from Mezico.
In all, twenty-five bave been sdded to the com-
muoion dering the past yesr and three montbs,
The gross incresse then (supposing that pone
bad removed) would be from six to thirt:-one.
