Before the waters had risen toany great beight,
I had come to St. James, hoping to get the h .u.c
soon ready to bring up my family.  T'he waters
rose upon us so gradaslly, yet surely —1 inches
in the day, and 31 in the night, &e.. aud giving
uhout 8 every 24 houre—that Mrs, Taylor svon
fullowed ine; and the Bishop aod his family began
to make preparations to join us. Oa Sanday, the
8th, the water bad gutten to the stable and yard
of his Lordship, and was within s few feet of his
own dwelling. Service was held in the chu-ch
in the moruing, aud by eveniug it was at the
church dvor. Oa Mondsy the Bishop's fanily
come up hither; the dear buys with the grateful
nufse, (e farin servunts with all the stuck of
pouliry, cows, aad some of the pupils, &ec.

But I am overrunning my history. Ou the
Thureday previous, the schools were broken up.
the St. Cross establishmeut was disbanded, and
poor Mes. Mills and her daughter taken by Mr.
Colvile, the County Governor, to Jower Fort
Curry. Thus the boys and girls were scot
banie, and the studeats sent off as they eould be
provided for. The poor Bishop aud his sister
were unwilling to quit the house till obhliged.
and reslly staid in, with a servant or two, tili
the water was two feet over the flunrs. Tuis
was the increase of 28 many days. At last they
took refuge at St. James, and here soon begau o
recover from their depression and wearioess.

We were not without fears that the Assiniboin
noight really overflow this spot, as our nearest
neighbours below were driven out, and begsa to
prepare for a sturt, stackiog the lumber and feo-
cing. and securing all that we were afraid might
be carried off. But in merey, this apot has been
saved. It is u little Zoar. It afurded refuge
for the poor colopists, with Rev. Messrs. Jones
aod Achran, in the year 1826, and now it has
again been the pluce of refuge and ssfety for s
puor homeless, houseless population. Our glebe
bas been almost covered with rude teots, and fa-
milics io rade dwellings; saud 300 or more of
boards were lent to form tents for the few fami-.
lies, twenty or thirty, &c.. to cach family, We
have hadas many as thirty-five lodging in the
house, sad on Sundays it has surved as a eharch.
Ia fine weather we have formed a rade sort of
church out in front of the deor, and the service
has been performed ia the front ball or passage.
Thus has mercy been mingled with judgment,
and the westher has been most delightful. At
the little mouotain, six miles right out, thére is

school, &e.; and

been compelled to vdept the plan which many of
vur brethreu in England chouse to do—service in
the open air. Then at the Qreal Stone mountan,
six wmiles farther, and about opposite to the
Miuddle or St. Paul's church, the people of that
district assembled.  For some time, Rev. Br.
Chapwan and his family lived in the tower of the

- chareh; but finding sl his people obliged to be-

take themselves o the mountain, and fearing
that even the tower might give way in the beating
and dashiog of the waves, he jrined thew at the
mountain, aud sent his wife aud child to .\lf..
Cochrao's, at the Indisn village. This pares ot
the settlement bas bern saved. [t is only the
widdle poriion which has been so dreadfully
scourged—say between twenty und thirty miles
of gettled hahitntions and cultivated farms. ‘T'he
Scoteh commwunity, with tieir preacher, fled to
a little mountain just oat from their part of the
setilement.  You will imagine that the loss of
property 18 very great. Yes, it is so; houses and
dwellings are gone ; burns sad stables are swept
away; lumber and firewood, with almost all the
pole fencing, is carried away, aud by this time
is floating in Hudsou's Bay or the North Ses. A
lurge barn, filled with wheat, rested on the Bi-
shop's lund, and near his door; sod aonses and
barns, and other buildings, were sven to be thus
transfereed. Very little of thrashed wheat has
been lost; flour is raised very mnch in'price,and
is likely t» be siill bigher. Duriog the prevail-
ing of the waters, the windes bave been very high,
thus adding most fearfully to the desolate scene,
and heightening the destruction of the poor frail
tenements of the coluny.

No human life, to our knowledge, hus been
sacrificed, except one iostsoce, and that, sad
evough, has beea the Bishop’s man cook. 1le
was a loug-tried wnd faithful servent, and had
lived with the late Mr. Macalluch, aud then
with his Lordshipup to the distressfui moment
when be was called to an eteraal world. It is
rather melancholy to think that this solitary in-
stance should have occurred in the Bishup’s
houschoid. | weat duwa to see shem. on the
Wedaesday, aud his Lordship andhis sister in-
tended to leave for 31 James o0 the pext day ;
but it was windy, and the canoe could ot put
out. LEurly on the Friday the; left, and I re-
mained with this one nan servent and two of the
senior scholars till Saturday night. 1 juined
the Bishop and his fumily here on that eveniog,
and it appears that svun after my leaving the
Bishinp’s for this place, the cook took it into his
bead to go and sve his wife and child who were
downat St. Andrew’s  H: started in a batean
alvne, and has not siuce beeu seca or heard of.
No doubt kis body will be found when the
waters shall have gooe down.  This ead catas-
trophe very much distressed his Lordship.

T'he Chureli was opencd fur u general stuse,
aud a great dea) was ludged init. The water wus
above the seats, and threw them back, but they
bave rigained their original position. Ix the
Bishop's house the wuter was ahout forty iuclies,
thus reacbing a great way up the lower rooms,
and runniog right through thedoorsund windws
It remuined stativuary for a day or two, and is
now guiog down much the same as it rose. llis
Lordship bus beeu supplied by Mr. Cochrun,
with a bark canoe aod two Christiun Jodisns to

. paddle it, so that be hus gone about a goud deal.

He and his family go dowa to St. Aodrew’s this
week.
