ExPORT DOCUMENTS

PACKING LIST

The following information must be included if a packing
list is required for the product:

* number of packages;
» a detailed list of goods contained in each package;

» if applicable, all weights, measurements etc. in metric
equivalents.

SPECIAL CERTIFICATES

For products such as livestock, seeds, plants etc. different
types of certificates (i.e. sanitary, phytosanitary etc.) are
required.

IMPORT LICENSES

Approximately 350 items are subject to import licenses.
When applying for the license, the importer must supply
a pro-forma invoice. It may take as long as two months
for the process to be completed.

Mexico does not require a consular invoice, however, a
consular legalization of some documents may be
. required. —

It is highly recommended that exporters do not ship until
all the necessary formalities have been completed. The
best source of additional information for the exporter is
the nearest Mexican Consulate.
