Agri-mix Trainee: This type of exchange
is designed for applicants who have limited
knowledge or practical experience in agri-
culture and good overall knowledge of
household management. Time is evenly
divided between the two areas.

Horticulture Trainee: Applicants
should have good general knowledge and
practical experience in horticulture and
be prepared to participate in all general
horticultural operations.

IRE matches qualifications and interests
with a suitable farm or horticulture oper-
ation and gives participants an orienta-
tion seminar on arrival in the host coun-
try. IRE also provides supervision at the -
training facility. A monthly allowance is
paid, as well as room and board.

IRE is a non-profit organization based on
volunteer work around the world.
Because all travel arrangements are made
on a group basis, participant costs are
kept to a minimum.

How LonGg CAN | STAY?

Participants may stay up to seven
months.

WHo CAN APPLY?
Applicants must:

* be 19 to 28 years of age;

* be in good health;

* have a valid driver’s licence;

* have a real desire for a work and
cultural experience abroad;

* complete a trainee application; and
* undergo a personal interview.
