Invlolabiity of the Prenises
of thse Secretarlot and Archives

perform officiai duties except widi dis consent of, and under conditions agreed
to, by the Exective Secretary or, in hMs or lier absence, by a senior officiai o!
dis Secretariat acting on his behaif. Thes provisions shahfl ot prevent die
reasnable application of fire or safety regulations.
