
The Secretary of State for External Affairs, the
Honourable I1itchell Sharp, today signed an Agreement bet-: ►eer.

Canada and Denmark respectin,; the Danish fishery in Canacia's
territorial sea and fishing zones .

The Agreement was ne€otiated at meetin s in Ottawa
in February and June last year under the leadership of J .
. Alan Beesley, LeE-al Adviser to the Department of External
Affairs for the Canadian side and under the leadership of

11'r . 'U . r;cllquham Schmidt, Deputy Under-Secretary of State
for External Affairs for the Danish side . A list of the

delegates is annexed hereto .

The Agreement, which comes into force at once, is
included in an exchange of Notes siCned by the Secretar y
of State for External Affairs and the Danish Ambassador, His
Excellency A . Bogh Andersen. It takes into account the June
1970 amendments to the Territorial Sea and Fishing Zone s
Act of Canada whereby the breadth of Canada's territorial
sea was extended from 3 to 12 miles and the basis was lai d
for the establishment of exclusive Canadiar, fishing zones in cer-
tain special bodies ofvatéroff Car.adats east anc west coasts .
These special bodies of water, includin ;; the Gulf of St .
Lawrence, were enclosed by fisheries closing lires which came
into force on March 10, 1971 .

Under the Agreement, Danish fishin-, vessels fror,
the Faroe Islands terminated their fishing operation in
Canada' s territorial sea on January 1, 1972 . Faroese
fisherTien may continue, however, to fish in the Gulf of
St . Lawrence until January 1, 1975 and thereafter for a
further period under licence which expires in the case of
trawlers on I :ay 15, 197 6 and in the case of lon :.~liners

on December 31, 1976 . Faroese vessels may continue to fish
for porbeagle harks in the Gulf until the end of 1974 and
thereafter on the basis of a licence to be issued by the

Canadian authorities with provision for the ten:iination of
these licences by the Canadian authorities .

The Agreement, which recoSnizes Canadian luris-
diction in the areas in question was concluded in a construc-
tive and co-operative spirit and will assist the Government .
