
reasons I have given, I believe we should
not accede to it. I believe that the family
allowances measure, our old age security
measure, the provision for veterans under the
veterans charter, the significant work-as the
hon. member for Edmonton East (Mr. Mac-
donald) pointed out-of the national health
progran and other measures, together with
the social welfare measures introduced and
carried. on by al our provinces, represent a
contribution toward responsible social reform
of which no Canadian need to be ashamed.
I feel that the program for which I am respon-
sible as Minister of National Health and
Welfare, along with my colleagues of the
government, is one which commends itself to
reasonably-minded people in this country,
and most of our people I think are reasonably
minded.

The people know that if we stop at one
particular measure, it is not because we do
not want to do anything further in that par-
ticular field, but rather because we take into
account the commitments for national defence
and the desirability of expenditures in other
fields as well. I do not know how long I
shall be in this particular post, although I am
sure a Liberal will be in this post for a long
time; but I know that with Liberals recog-
nizing the need of maintaining a balance
between security and freedom the result
will be more and more measures of a humani-
tarian kind.

This will demonstrate to those who would
challenge our way of life that the free world
is capable of giving, in a more lasting way,
succour and assistance to those in our nation
who need it. We must never lose sight of
the importance of that objective. In speaking
to this particular motion, Mr. Speaker, I
want to say if there is any argument I can
adduce to show that this government will
never be unmindful of its social welfare
obligations, it is the record in the field of
health and welfare of the Liberal party and
of the present government of Canada.
